ADJOURN REGULAR MEETING:   
Meetings will end at 9:00 p.m. unless the Commission votes to extend the meeting for a period of thirty (30) minutes.  An 
additional thirty (30) minute extension, for a maximum of two (2) extensions, may be voted by the Commission members. 
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The Leawood Planning Commission is a nine member non-partisan body whose members are appointed by the Mayor and confirmed by the Governing Body.  
  

The Planning Commission prepares the Comprehensive Plan that is used as a general guide for the development of the community.  The Comprehensive Plan is reviewed 
and updated annually as part of the commission's ongoing process of evaluating trends and patterns.  The Commission also reviews all zoning, special use permit, and site 
plan and plat applications prior to making recommendations to the governing body for final action.  
  

The regular scheduled public meetings of the Planning Commission are held at 6:00 PM on the fourth Tuesday of each month in the City Council chambers, 4800 Town 
Center Drive.  The Commission may also conduct a study session followed by a meeting on the second Tuesday of each month.  
  

Anyone wishing to appear on the Planning Commission agenda or study session agenda should contact Planning Services at (913) 339-6700.  
  

REZONING AND SPECIAL USE PERMIT PROCEDURES FOR LEAWOOD, KANSAS  

  

Newspaper publications: The city will be responsible for publishing the notice of public hearing in the official City newspaper not less than 20 days prior to the end of the 
public hearing.  
  

Posting of the sign: Upon submission of the application, the City will supply the applicant with a sign to be posted on the property.  The sign must be posted not less than 20 
days prior to the public hearing.  
  

Letters of notification: The applicant will be responsible for mailing notices by certified mail, return receipt requested, of the proposed zoning change to all land owners located 
within 200 feet of the area proposed to be altered.  These notices must be sent a minimum of 20 days prior to the Planning Commission hearing.  
  

Public hearing: The Planning Commission hears all zoning requests, hearing from the applicant and anyone in the audience wishing to speak for or against the proposal.  The 
Commission will then make a recommendation for approval or denial to the City Council or continue the application to another Planning Commission agenda.  The following is 
an outline of the public hearing process.  
  

1. Staff summarization of comments and recommendations.  

2. Applicant presentation and response to staff comments and recommendations.  

3. Public Hearing  

a. Anyone wishing to speak, either in favor or in opposition has an opportunity to speak.  

b. It is appreciated if the speakers keep repetition to a minimum.  

4. The applicant will have an opportunity to respond to points raised during the hearing.  

5. Planning Commission discussion.  

6. Motion and second by the Planning Commission.  

7. Planning Commission discussion of motion.  

8. Planning Commission vote on the motion.  

  

Protest period: Certain property owners may file a petition protesting the application within 14 days after the close of the Planning Commission public hearing. The petition 
must be signed by the owners of record of 20% or more of any real property proposed to be rezoned, or by the owners of record of 20% or more of the total real property 
within the area required to be notified in Article 16-5-4.1 of the proposed zoning of specific property, excluding streets and public ways and property excluded pursuant to 16-
5-4.3.  
  

City Council Action: After the protest period has concluded, the application will be placed on an agenda for a City Council meeting.  The Council may then take action on the 
proposal.  The Council may approve the Planning Commission’s recommendation, or it may amend and approve or remand the proposal to the Planning Commission for 
further consideration.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:   
Staff recommends approval of Case 02-02, Leawood Estates, Lots 9 & Partial Lot 8 – Residential 
Emergency Generator –  request for approval of Final Landscape Plan, with the stipulations outlined in the 
staff report. 
 
APPLICANT:  

 The applicant is Jim Kiely with Larson Building Company. 

 The property is owned by Priti Verma Singh. 
 

REQUEST:  

 The applicant is requesting approval for a 36.8 cubic foot residential generator to be placed at the rear 
southeast corner of the house.  

 All residential emergency generators must be approved as part of a Final Landscape Plan if the 
generator exceeds 22 KW or 48 Cubic Feet. 

 
ZONING: 

 The property is currently zoned R-1 (Planned Single Family Low-Density Residential District). 
 
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN:  

 The Comprehensive Plan designates this property as Low Density Residential. 
 
LOCATION: 
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SURROUNDING ZONING:   

 North, East, South 
and West 

Surrounding all sides of the property are single-family homes within the Leawood 
Estates subdivision, zoned R-1 (Planned Single Family Low-Density Residential 
District).   

 
SITE PLAN: 

 Permanently installed generators for residential dwellings larger than 20 KW or 48 cubic feet shall be 
required to be reviewed as part of the final landscape plan to address location, screening, and design 
subject to approval by the Governing Body after recommendation of the Planning Commission. 

 A 38 KW generator for residential use is proposed at 9301 High Drive (Leawood Estates – Lot 9 and 
Partial Lot 8), north of 95th Street and east of High Drive. 

 The generator is proposed to be 35” in width, 73.1” in length, and 46.1” in height, for a total of 
approximately 36.8 cubic feet. 

 The generator shall be located in the rear yard of the home, adjacent to the dwelling. The generator 
will be no more than 5’ away from the main structure of the home. 

 The manufacturer has stated the generator shall be a maximum of 64 dbs. at 7 meters (approximately 
23’) from the generator. The generator is setback 26’ from the side property line.  Landscaping is 
proposed to be located around the generator to screen the generator from view and buffer the noise. 
The applicant is aware that the generator must be a maximum of 60 dbs. at the property line, which 
will be checked and verified at the time of installation of the generator. If the generator is over the 
allotted 60 dbs., noise mitigation must be provided to ensure that this requirement is met. 

 Per the Leawood Development Ordinance, all residential emergency generators shall be powered 
using a propane or natural gas generator. The applicant has confirmed that the generator will be natural 
gas powered, meeting the requirement of the Leawood Development Ordinance. 

 Per the Leawood Development Ordinance, permanently installed generators for residential use must 
meet the following criteria, as defined in Section 16-4-1.3(A)(7).

LANDSCAPING: 

 The applicant proposes to plant six 6’ tall Emerald Green Arborvitae around the generator. 

 Existing evergreen and deciduous trees are located on the property near the southern property line. 

 Per the Leawood Development Ordinance Section 16-1-4.2(A)(5), at the time of planting, plant material 
screening ground mounted utilities shall be a minimum of 6” taller that the utility it is to screen.  
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STAFF RECOMMENDATION: 
Staff recommends the Planning Commission approve Case 02-20, Leawood Estates – Lot 9 & Partial Lot 
8 – Residential Emergency Generator – with the following stipulations: 
1. The project shall be limited to the installation of a 36.8 cubic foot, 38 KW, emergency residential 

generator with landscaping for a single-family residence within the Leawood Estates Subdivision – Lot 
9 and Partial Lot 8, zoned R-1. 

2. Per Section 16-4-1.3(A)(7)(g) of the Leawood Development Ordinance, noise from the generator shall 
be a maximum of 60 dbs at the property line, which shall be checked and verified at the time of final 
inspection of the generator. If it is determined that the noise from the permanently installed generator 
is greater than 60 dbs at the property line, noise mitigation shall be required to meet this requirement. 

3. The landscaping screening the generator shall be installed and maintained in a manner that meets the 
requirements of the Leawood Development Ordinance, including being a minimum of 6” taller than the 
generator at the time of planting. 

4. Development rights under this approval shall vest in accordance with K.S.A. 12-764. 
5. In addition to the stipulations listed in this report, the developer/property owner agrees to abide by all 

ordinances of the City of Leawood Development Ordinance, unless a deviation has been granted, and 
to execute a statement acknowledging in writing that they agree to stipulations one through five.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:   
Staff recommends the Planning Commission approve Case 03-20, Hallbrook East Village, Lots 1, 2 & 3 – 
Request for approval of a Revised Final Plat, subject to the stipulations in the staff report. 
 
APPLICANT:  

 The applicant and engineer is Brett Haugland with Continental Consulting Engineers. 

 The properties are owned by Hallbrook Villas III, LLC. 
 
REQUEST:  

 The applicant is requesting approval of a Revised Final Plat to combine three lots within Hallbrook East 
Village into two lots. 

 The Hallbrook East subdivision was originally approved with 33 lots on 8.62 acres with Case 32-17 on 
April 17, 2017. 

 
ZONING:  

 The property is currently zoned RP-2 (Planned Cluster Detached Residential District). 
 
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN:  

 The Comprehensive Plan designates this property as Medium Density Residential. 
 
LOCATION: 
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SURROUNDING ZONING:   

 North To the north is undeveloped property zoned AG (Agricultural) and SD-CR (Planned 
General Retail).   

 South To the south is Hallbrook Farms, a single family residential subdivision zoned RP-1 
(Planned Single Family Residential District).   

 East Directly to the east is State Line Road and single family residential located in Kansas City, 
Missouri.   

 West To the west, across Overbrook Road, is the Patio Homes at Hallbrook, a single family 
residential subdivision zoned RP-4 (Planned Cluster Residential under a previous 
Leawood Development Ordinance).   

 
SITE PLAN COMMENTS: 

 Hallbrook East Village is located west of State Line Road and south of 112th Terrace. The subdivision is 
bordered on the west by Overbrook Road. 

 Two entries into the subdivision are located off of Overbrook Road, one at W. 114th Street and one at W. 
116th Street. 

 Lots 1, 2, and 3 are located at the northern end of the subdivision, adjacent to the primary entrance at 
114th Street. The applicant proposes to replat the three lots into two lots, numbering the new lots as Lot 
1 and Lot 2.

REQUEST:  

 The applicant is requesting approval of a Revised Final Plat for Lot 18 of the Stone Ledge residential 
subdivision, to allow the corner lot street-side setback to conform to the current zoning regulations of 
the RP-2 (Planned Cluster Detached Residential District) zoning district. 

 No other changes are proposed with this application.  
 
ZONING: 

 The property is currently zoned RP-4 (Planned Cluster Residential, from a previous Leawood 
Development Ordinance zoning). 

 
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN:  

 The Comprehensive Plan designates this property as Medium Density Residential. 
 
LOCATION: 
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SURROUNDING ZONING:   

 North Directly north the Stone Ledge development is the residential subdivision of The 
Woods at Ironhorse, zoned RP-1 (Planned Single Family Residential District). 

 South Directly south of the subject property, across 154th Street, are three homes within the 
Stone Ledge subdivision zoned RP-4 (Planned Cluster Residential). Directly to the 
south of Stone Ledge is an unplatted single family residence within the City of 
Overland Park, KS. 

 East Directly east of the Stone Ledge development is The Woods at Ironhorse residential 
development zoned RP-1. 

 West Directly West of the property is a single family residential development within the City 
of Overland Park, KS. 

 
FINAL PLAT COMMENTS:   

 The original plat was recorded in 1996, containing 18 single family lots. 

 Lot 18 contains 0.161 acres. 

 The applicant is proposing to conform to the setbacks of the RP-2 zoning district of the current Leawood 
Development Ordinance. 

 The previous plat showed a corner lot street-side setback of 22.5’,which was zoned as RP-4 under a 
previous Leawood Development Ordinance. Since this lot is being replatted, the lot will now comply 
with the current Leawood Development Ordinance for a corner lot street-side setback of 20’. 

 The proposed lots meets the bulk regulations for its current zoning.

STAFF RECOMMENDATION:   
Staff recommends approval of Case 07-20, Park Place – Engel & Volkers – request for approval of a Final 
Plan for Changes to the Façade of a Tenant Space, with the stipulations outlined in the staff report. 
 
APPLICANT:  

 The applicant is Angie Ripley with Engle & Volkers 

 The property is owned by KBSIII Park Place Village LLC 

 The architect is David L. Anderson, AIA with AMAI Architecture 
 
REQUEST:  

 The applicant is requesting approval of a Final Plan to alter the entry façade of the tenant space located 
at 5261 W 116th Place, including the removal of a round awning and the addition of two columns (one 
on either side of the entrance). 

 
ZONING: 

 The property is currently zoned MXD (Mixed Use). 
 
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN:  

 The Comprehensive Plan designates this property as Mixed Use. 
 
LOCATION: 
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SURROUNDING ZONING:   

 North The tenant space is located within building G of the Park Place development. To the 
north is another retail building within the Park Place development, zoned MXD. North 
of the Park Place Development is Town Center Drive, followed by Edgewood, a 
medium density residential subdivision, zoned RP-4 (Planned Cluster Residential) 
and Leawood Commons, zoned SD-O (Planned Office) and SD-NCR (Planned 
Neighborhood Retail). 

 South Directly south of building G is Parking Garage B within the Park Place development 
zoned MXD. South of the Park Place development is 117th Street and Town Center 
Plaza, a regional shopping center, zoned SD-CR (Planned General Retail). 

 East East of building G are multi-family apartments within the Park Place development. 
Ease of the Park Place development is Town Center Drive, followed by the single-
family residential subdivision of Edgewood; and Leawood City Hall and library zoned 
RP-4. 

 West West of building G is building I, which contains the Aloft Hotel along with retail and 
office space within the Park Place development. West of the Park Place 
development, across Nall Avenue, is the Sprint Campus located within the City of 
Overland Park, KS. 

 
ELEVATIONS:   
North Facade 

 The applicant proposes to alter the northern storefront by removing the existing sheet metal canopy 
with recessed lighting.  

 New wood trim work columns are proposed on both sides of the existing northern entrance into the 
tenant space. The wood trim is proposed to be painted Sherwin Williams Extra White. 

 The existing door handles will be removed and replaced with a Semi-Circular Pull from Assa Abloy and 
will be black anodized aluminum in color. 

 No changes to exterior lighting are proposed. 

 New Sunbrella fabric awnings are proposed on the north tenant façade. The awnings will be white in 
color to match the new façade of the tenant space. 

 The existing sheet metal panels on the tenant façade will also be painted Sherwin Williams Extra White. 

 All other existing storefront elements are to remain as existing. 
  
Eastern Facade 

 The applicant is also proposing changes to the eastern façade, which faces an interior pedestrian 
walkway. 

 The applicant is proposing to paint the existing sheet metal panels on the tenant facades Sherwin 
Williams Extra White. 

 The existing window system will remain. 
 
SIGNAGE:   

 Park Place has sign criteria recommended by the Planning Commission and approved by the 
Governing Body. 

 Signage for Engel & Volkers will be approved administratively through a separate application. 
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LANDSCAPING 

 The applicant is proposing two Blox Large Square Galvanized Charcoal Planter boxes at the tenant 
space entrance. 

 The boxes will be 15.25” x 15.25” x 16”. 

 The applicant is proposing to plant Dwarf English Boxwoods within the planter boxes. 
 
LIGHTING: 

 The applicant stated that no changes or additional lighting fixtures will be added to the façade of the 
tenant space. 

 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION: 
Staff recommends the Planning Commission approve Case 07-20, Park Place – Engel & Volkers – request 
for approval of a Final Plan for Changes to the Façade of a Tenant Space, with the following stipulations: 
1. The project is limited to changes to the exterior of the tenant space located at 5261 W. 116th Place, 

within the Park Place development, zoned MXD. 
2. The project shall comply with the design guidelines for Park Place.  
3. The existing colonnade shall not be altered with this application. 
4. Development rights under this approval shall vest in accordance with K.S.A. 12-764. 
5. In addition to the stipulations listed in this report, the developer/property owner agrees to abide by all 

ordinances of the City of Leawood including the Leawood Development Ordinance, unless a deviation 
has been granted, and to execute a statement acknowledging in writing that they agree to stipulations 
one through five.

135th STREET AND KENNETH ROAD – MIXED USE AND MEDIUM DENSITY RESIDENTIAL – REQUEST 
FOR APPROVAL OF A REVISED PRELIMINARY PLAN – Located south of 135th Street and west of 
Kenneth Road – Case 04-20     **PUBLIC HEARING** 

 
STAFF RECOMMENDATION:  
Staff recommends denial of Case 04-20 135th Street and Kenneth Road – Mixed Use and Medium Density 
Residential – request for approval of a Revised Preliminary Plan with the stipulations stated in the staff 
report. 
 
APPLICANT:  

 The property is owned by Vic Regnier Builders, Inc. 

 The developer is Rick Lashbrook with Leawood 135, LLC 

 The engineer is Tim Tucker with Phelps Engineering. 

 The landscape architect is Jason Meier with Meier Consulting. 
 
HISTORY: 

 A Preliminary Plat, Preliminary Plan, Special Use Permit, and Rezoning for the 135th and Kenneth 
Development was approved by the Governing Body with case 71-18 (Ordinance #2919) on December 
3, 2018. The following was approved with that application. 

 Rezoning of 18.25 acres to MXD (Mixed Use Development District) and 38.09 acres to RP-3 
(Planned Cluster Attached Residential). The MXD zoned land was located on the north side of future 
137th Street, and the RP-3 zoned land was located both on the north and south sides of future 137th 
Street. 

 The mixed use portion of the development was approved for a total of 410,200 sq.ft. of construction 
on 18.25 acres for an FAR of 0.43, which included a 25% discount on residential space per the 
Leawood Development Ordinance. The MXD part of the development contained the following use 
percentages. 

 41,000 sq.ft. of retail/restaurant space - (10.0%) 

 82,000 sq.ft. of office space - (20.0%) 

 287,200 sq.ft. of residential apartments (182 units for a density of 9.97 du/ac) – (70.0%) 

 67,200 sq.ft. for an assisted living facility (84 beds) 

 The RP-3 portion (named Regents Park with this application) of the development consisted of 54 
duplexes and 3 triplexes (117 units) on 38.28 acres for a residential density of 3.06 units/acre. 
Eighteen duplexes (36 units) were approved on the north side of future 137th Street and 36 duplexes 
and 3 triplexes (81 units) were approved on the south side. 

 A Final Plat and Final Plan for the Regents Park Multi-Family development was approved by the 
Governing Body with case 33-19 (Resolution #5245) on July 15, 2019 which consisted of public 
infrastructure and the RP-3 portion of the development. 
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REQUEST:  

 The applicant is requesting approval of a Revised Preliminary Plan alter the proposed phasing of the RP-
3 portion of the development and to remove/alter the stipulations of the approved Preliminary Plan related 
to public improvements on 135th Street and Kenneth Road. 

 
ZONING: 

 The property is currently zoned RP-3 (Planned Cluster Attached Residential) and MXD (Mixed Use). 
 
COMPREHENSIVE PLAN:  

 The Comprehensive Plan designates the portion of property north of the future 137th Street as Mixed 
Use, and the area south of the future 137th Street as Medium Density Residential. 

 
LOCATION: 

 
 
SURROUNDING ZONING:  

 North Directly to the north of the property is 135th Street, an arterial roadway, and undeveloped 
property zoned AG, on the north side of 135th Street.  

 South Directly to the south of the property is the Leawood Falls Subdivision, zoned RP-4 (Planned 
Cluster Residential District under a previous version of the Leawood Development 
Ordinance), and the Villas of Highlands Ranch, zoned RP-2 (Planned Cluster Detached 
Residential District). 

 East Directly to the east of the property is Kenneth Road and undeveloped land, zoned SD-CR 
(Planned General Retail). 

 West West of the property is undeveloped land, zoned AG, followed by Chadwick Place, a 
commercial development zoned SD-NCR (Planned Neighborhood Retail) and SD-O 
(Planned Office). 
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CHANGES FROM THE APPROVED PRELIMINARY PLAN: 

 With this application, the applicant is proposing two (2) separate changes to be made to the previously 
approved Preliminary Plan for this project. The first change would be to make changes to stipulations in 
the Planning Staff Report as well as the Public Works Staff Report. The second change is to alter the 
Phasing plan.

Street. 

o The amenity area at the intersection of 137th Street and High Drive would be included as 
part of the second phase. 

o The third and fourth phases would include the Mixed Use portion of the development on the 
east and west sides of High Drive. 

 Proposed Phasing Plan: 
o The first phase of the development would include the duplex and triplex residential buildings 

located south of 137th Street, including the construction of 137th Street from Kenneth Road 
to Chadwick Street. 

o The second phase of the development would include the amenity area at the intersection of 
137th Street and High Drive. 

o The third phase would include the duplex residential buildings north of 137th Street. 
o The fourth and fifth phases would include the Mixed Use portion of the development on the 

east and west sides of High Drive. 

 With regards to the phasing of the project, the applicant is proposing to construct the duplex units, north 
of 137th Street, in a third phase. This will affect 18 Duplex building (36 Dwelling Units). The construction 
for the street off of 137th Street for the duplex buildings north of 137th Street would also be moved to the 
3rd Phase. 

 
SITE PLAN COMMENTS:  

 The applicant has confirmed that no other changes to the site have been proposed with this application 
from the previously approved Preliminary Plan. 

 The previous preliminary plan included the following: 

 The Regents Park subdivision with a total of 54 duplexes and 3 triplexes (117 units), 18 duplexes 
(36 units) north of 137th Street adjacent to the mixed use portion of the development, and 36 duplexes 
and 3 triplexes (81 units) proposed to the south of 137th Street. 

 The mixed use portion of the development proposes a total of 410,200 sq.ft. of construction on 18.25 
acres for an FAR of 0.43, which includes a 25% discount on residential space per the Leawood 
Development Ordinance.  The MXD part of the development consists of the following uses: 

o 41,000 sq.ft. of retail/restaurant space - (10.0%) 
o 82,000 sq.ft. of office space - (20.0%) 
o 287,200 sq.ft. of residential apartments (182 units for a density of 9.97 du/ac) – (70.0%) 
o 67,200 sq.ft. for an assisted living facility (84 beds)

LANDSCAPING:   

 No changes have been made to the previous landscaping plan that was approved with the Final Plan 
application. 

 The applicant is not proposing any changes to the Mixed Use portion of the development reflected on 
the currently approved Preliminary Plan. The Final Landscape Plan which was approved with the 
Regents Park final Plan included the RP-3 portion of the development, which is not being changed with 
this application. 

 Landscaping will be reviewed at the time of Final Plan for the area zoned MXD. 
 
TRAFFIC:   

 The applicant provided a traffic study completed in March, 2019 and has been reviewed and approved 
by the Public Works Department. 

 
SIGNAGE:  

 No signage is proposed with this application. Signage will be reviewed under a separate Final Plan at a 
later date. 
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DEVIATIONS PREVIOUSLY GRANTED:

$0.15 per square foot of finished floor area and $300 per residential unit is required prior to issuance of 
building permit. This amount is subject to change by Ordinance. 

 SOUTH LEAWOOD TRANSPORTATION IMPACT FEE: The applicant shall be responsible for a South 
Leawood Transportation Impact Fee prior to recording of the Final Plat.  

 
STAFF COMMENTS: 

 The applicant is requesting not to pay for some public improvements associated with the project now or 
in the future, including the construction of a third lane on 135th Street and the undergrounding of 
power/utility lines. 

 In previous developments along 135th Street, improvements are generally constructed with the 
development or paid into escrow to have the project done in the future, when the city deems it necessary 
for proper facilities to be constructed. 

 It is the position of city staff that the application request be denied and that the currently approved 
Preliminary Plan stay in effect.  
 

STAFF RECOMMENDATION: 
Staff recommends the Planning Commission deny Case 04-20 135th Street and Kenneth Road – Mixed Use 
and Medium Density Residential – request for approval of a Revised Preliminary Plan. If the Planning 
Commission were to approve the application, staff provided the previous stipulations from the accepted 
Preliminary Plan which were approved with the prior preliminary plan with slight modifications/updates, for 
your review and consideration: 
1. The project shall be limited to the following: 
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a. 410,200 sq. ft. of construction on 18.25 acres for an FAR or 0.43, with a 25% discount for residential 
within the MXD zoned portion of the development that shall meet all requirements of the Leawood 
Development Ordinance, including FAR density bonuses, and the City of Leawood’s Comprehensive 
Plan. 

b. 54 duplexes and 3 triplexes on 38.09 acres for a density of 3.07 dwelling units per acre. 
2. Prior to the Final Plan submittal, the applicant shall work with city staff to make the following revisions to 

the RP-3 portion of the plan: 
a) Provide revised elevation drawings for the duplex and triplex units that meet the material 

requirements of the Leawood Development Ordinance, including roofing material. 
3. The applicant/owner shall be responsible for the following impact fees: 

a) A 135th Street Impact Fee in the amount of $0.58 per square foot of office, $1.95 per square foot of 
retail, and $389.40 per residential unit for areas north of 137th Street. This amount is subject to 
change by Ordinance. 

b) A Public Art Impact Fee in the or a piece of public art is required prior to the issuance of a building 
permit in the amount of $0.15 per square foot of finished floor area for nonresidential development. 
This amount is subject to change by Ordinance. 

c) A Park Impact Fee in the amount of $300 per residential unit is required prior to issuance of a building 
permit. This amount is subject to change by Ordinance. 

d) A South Leawood Transportation Impact Fee, due prior to recording of the Final Plat. This amount 
is subject to change by Ordinance.  

4. The applicant/owner shall be responsible for the construction of an additional lane and other 
improvements on 135th Street prior to issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy for any building within either 
the MXD or RP-3 zoned portions of the development, per Public Works Department. 

5. The right-of-way for 137th Street shall be shifted to the north, to provide a tract of open space to act as a 
buffer between the street and the existing residential development to the south, as it is extended to the 
west beyond the current dedicated right-of-way. 

6. The applicant/owner shall be responsible for the construction of 137th Street within the proposed 
development. 

7. The completion of the design and construction of all public streets for the full width of the property shall 
be under a single set of construction plans. 

8. All power lines, utility lines, etc. (both existing and proposed, including utilities and power lines adjacent 
to and within abutting right-of-way) are required to be placed underground. This must be done prior to 
final occupancy of any building within the project. 

9. Within the RP-3 portion of the development, all above ground facilities shall be placed in the rear yard 
wherever practical. If locating these facilities in the rear yard is not practical or appropriate, as determined 
by the City Engineer, then such facilities shall be at least 25’ behind the right-of-way. 

10. The term of the Special Use Permit for the assisted living facility shall be limited to twenty years from the 
Governing Body approval. 

11. A Special Use Permit for an assisted living facility shall be issued to Vick Regnier Builders, Inc. 
12. All utility boxes, not otherwise approved with the final development plan, with a height of less than 55 

inches, a footprint of 15 sq.ft. in area or less, or a pad footprint of 15 sq.ft. in area or less, shall be installed 
only with the prior approval of the Director of Community Development as being in compliance with the 
Leawood Development Ordinance. 

13. Within the MXD portion of the development, all utility boxes, not otherwise approved with the final 
development plan, with a height of 56 inches or greater, a footprint greater than 15 sq.ft. in area, or a 
pad footprint greater than 15 sq.ft. in area, shall be installed only with the prior recommendation of the 
Planning Commission as being in compliance with the Leawood Development Ordinance based on 
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review of a site plan containing such final development plan information as may be required by the City, 
and approved by the Governing Body.  The City may impose conditions on approval, including but not 
limited to duration or renewal requirements, where the circumstances are sufficiently unusual to warrant 
the conditions. 

14. Within the RP-3 portion of the development, all new utility boxes with a height of 55 inches or greater, a 
footprint greater than 15 square feet in area, or a pad footprint greater than 15 square feet in area, shall 
be authorized only by approval of a special use permit prior to construction. 

15. The following deviations are hereby granted: 
a) 15% increase in the applicable maximum FAR based on not less than a 1:1 ratio of increase floor 

area to increased open space being a benefit to the community as passive recreational potential for 
the public. 

b) 15% increase in the applicable maximum FAR based on a 1:1 ratio of additional open space to 
additional allowable floor area for incorporation underground parking. 

c) Allow a 30 foot building setback from 137th Street and High Drive within the MXD portion of the 
development based on compensating common open space (not less than 1:1 ratio) is provided 
elsewhere in the project. 

d) Subject to meeting the City’s adopted Building Code, allow a minimum side yard setback for the 
Villas of 15 feet from vertical wall to vertical wall within the RP-3 portion of the development. 

16. Per the Leawood Development Ordinance, within the MXD portion of the development buildings shall be 
required to have a buffer a minimum of 10’ deep adjacent to buildings. 

17. Where head-in parking overhangs sidewalks, sidewalks must provide for a minimum of 2’ of additional 
width to accommodate the overhang of cars. 

18. Along all public streets, a minimum of a 10’ tree lawn shall be provided between back of curb and adjacent 
sidewalks. 

19. Sidewalks shall be 6’ in width along 135th Street, both sides of High Drive, and on the north side of 137th 
Street.  A 10’ asphalt hike/bike trail shall be required along the south side of 137 th Street and west side 
of Kenneth Road.  All other sidewalks shall be a minimum of 5’ in width. 

20. Within the MXD portion of the development and per the Leawood Development Ordinance, where 
pedestrian routes intersect vehicular access routes, the material of the pedestrian route shall be 
enhanced and differentiated from the vehicular paving material. 

21. All buildings within this development shall conform to the architectural type, style, and scale of the 
buildings approved by the Governing Body at Final Plan. 

22. All downspouts shall be enclosed. 
23. In accordance with the Leawood Development Ordinance, all trash enclosures shall be screened from 

public view with a 6 foot solid masonry structure to match the materials used in the buildings and shall 
be architecturally attached to the individual buildings and accented with appropriate landscaping.  The 
gates of the trash enclosures shall be painted, sight obscuring, decorative steel. 

24. All rooftop equipment shall be screened from the public view with an architectural treatment, which is 
compatible with the building architecture. The height of the screen must be at least as tall as the utilities 
being screened. 

25. Per the Leawood Development Ordinance, all parking lot light fixtures associated with this project shall 
be a maximum of 18’ in height. 

26. Lighting fixtures along 137th Street, High Drive, and Kenneth Road between 135th Street and 137th Street 
shall be of a special design that matches the existing light fixtures on 137th Street. 

27. At the time of Final Plan a landscape plan shall be submitted that meets all requirements of the Leawood 
Development Ordinance. 
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28. Lighting plans, photometric studies that meet the Leawood Development Ordinance, along with specific 
light fixtures, shall be required at the time of Final Plan. 

29. Materials boards shall be submitted at the time of Final Plan application. 
30. A model shall be submitted at the time of final plan application. 
31. Sign design and calculations shall be required at Final Plan. 
32. The applicant shall obtain all approvals and permits from the Public Works Department, per the public 

works memo dated January 23, 2020, on file with the City of Leawood Planning and Development 
Department, prior to recording the final plat. 

33. The applicant shall obtain all approvals from the City of Leawood Fire Department, per the Fire Marshal’s 
memo dated November 7, 2018, on file with the City of Leawood Planning and Development Department, 
prior to issuance of a building permit. 

34. A statement shall be included on the final plat for the RP-3 portion of the development that states that 
there shall be no ingress or egress within the rear yard, or street-side side yard to 137th Street for those 
lots that are adjacent to 137th Street. 

35. All streets within the RP-3 portion of the development shall be public.  The developer or Homes 
Association will maintain any planting or statuary within the street right-of-way. The developer shall 
execute a right-of-way maintenance agreement with the Public Works Department for any planting or 
statuary improvements within the public right-of-way.   

36. For the MXD portion of the development, a cross access/parking easement for the entire development 
shall be recorded with the final plat at the Johnson County Registrar of Deeds prior to issuance of a 
building permit. 

37. The developer will continue to work with City staff on the proposed detention areas to determine if any 
of those areas could be converted to retention ponds to also serve as amenity areas for the development 
and will bring in detailed plans at the time of final plan application. 

38. The Owner/Applicant must establish a funding mechanism to maintain, repair and/or replace all common 
areas and common area improvements including, but not limited to, streets, walls, and storm water 
system improvements.  The mechanism will include a deed restriction running with each lot in the 
development that will mandate that each owner must contribute to the funding for such maintenance, 
repair and/or replacement and that each lot owner is jointly and severally liable for such maintenance, 
repair and/or replacement, and that the failure to maintain, repair or replace such common areas or 
common area improvements may result in the City of Leawood maintaining, repairing and replacing said 
common areas and/or improvements, and the cost incurred by the City of Leawood will be jointly and 
severally assessed against each lot, and will be the responsibility of the owner(s) of such lot. 

39. This preliminary plan approval shall lapse in two years, if construction on the project has not begun or if 
such construction is not being diligently pursued; provided, however, that the developer may request a 
hearing before the City Council to request an extension of this time period.  The City Council may grant 
one such extension for a maximum of 12 months for good cause shown by the developer. 

40. In addition to the stipulations listed in this report, the developer/property owner agrees to abide by all 
ordinances of the City of Leawood including the Leawood Development Ordinance, unless a deviation 
has been granted, and to execute a statement acknowledging in writing that they agree to stipulations 
one through forty.

 In accordance with your request, TranSystems has completed a shared parking analysis for the proposed mixed-
use development at the southwest corner of 135th Street and Kenneth Road in Leawood, Kansas. The study 
included an analysis of parking demand for the proposed land uses. The concept of shared parking is described in 
a publication titled Shared Parking, published by the Urban Land Institute (ULI). Shared parking is defined as the 
use of a parking space to serve two or more individual land uses without conflict or encroachment. The key goal 
of a shared parking analysis is to find the balance between providing adequate parking, land area, and resources 
dedicated to parking. 

Proposed Development 
The proposed development includes a mixture of residential, office and retail land uses.  The southern portion 
of the site, generally south of 137th Street, includes 120 twin villas.  The northern portion of the site includes 
the mixture of land uses.  Several buildings are proposed with apartments, commercial, and assisted living 
facilities.  The main access driveway for the development will run north/south, bisecting the northern portion of 
the site.  The main driveway creates two separate mixed-use areas, referred to in this analysis as the 
northeastern and northwestern portions of the site. 
 
The parking areas for the two northern portions of the site were designed independently, to provide ample 
parking for each area.  The northeastern portion includes a 100-space parking garage below the assisted living 
facility to be used by residents, employees, and visitors to the facility.  The northeastern portion also includes a 
169 surface parking spaces.  The northwestern portion of the site includes 190 garage parking spaces for 
apartment residents.  There will also be 231 surface parking spaces to be shared by the office and retail uses, as 
well as some apartment residents and visitors. 
 
The proposed development is currently in the planning stages and the specific tenants of the commercial areas 
are not known at this time.  Based on input from the developer’s design team, several assumptions were made 
about the types uses anticipated.  The team anticipates the retail uses as being specialty retail and service needs 
with some small café, local coffee shop, deli, and small restaurants included for the needs of the residential.  The 
sizes of these businesses would be 1,500 to 4,000 square feet.  Based on this input, the table on the following 
page indicates the land uses and sizes assumed for the shared parking analysis.

Shared Parking Analysis 
In general, methodologies outlined in Shared Parking were used to perform the analysis. The parking demand was 
estimated for each land use in the proposed development based on weekday base parking ratios from Shared 
Parking, average weekday peak parking demand from Parking Generation published by the Institute of 
Transportation Engineers (ITE), or from local data for similar land uses. These ratios indicate the peak 
accumulation of vehicles at the peak hour for a single land use.   
 
Next the ratios for each land use were multiplied by a percentage for each hour of the day to indicate hourly 
variations in the demand for parking.  Similarly, seasonal variations are accounted for by applying a different 
percentage for each month of the year. The ratios and variations used in the analysis were obtained from Shared 
Parking, and are included with the analysis files in the Appendix at the end of this memorandum. The 
percentages used for the hourly and seasonal variations in this analysis are a weighted average of the 
visitor/guest and employee percentages.  
 
Retail Rates 
According to Shared Parking, the Community Shopping Center is the smallest retail category available to 
estimate parking demand, with a base parking ratio of 3.6 spaces per 1,000 sf of leasable space. This category 
includes all retail that is less than 400,000 square feet. The retail portion of the proposed development is much 
smaller than this (roughly 79,000 sf), and is anticipated to be smaller specialty type stores. These types of 
specialty stores typically do not generate as much traffic as a drug store or grocery store, which is categorized in 
the same land use.  
 
Given that the Community Shopping Center land use does not accurately describe the retail component of the 
proposed development, another source was used to determine an appropriate base ratio for parking demand. 
Parking Generation provides an average peak parking demand for a Shopping Center land use on a weekday of 
2.55 spaces per 1,000 sf. This average ratio is likely higher than the demand for parking in the proposed 
development, however it provides for a conservative analysis of shared parking conditions.  
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Office Rates 
The office land use would not be expected to be used as densely as other general office buildings.  The types of 
offices anticipated are professional offices such as law firms or stock brokers.  They would generally have small 
staff sizes, individual office work areas, and conference rooms. Due to these factors, the generic base parking 
ratio of 3.6 spaces per 1,000 sf from Shared Parking of was not utilized for the analysis. Instead the average peak 
parking demand for a suburban Office Building land use from Parking Generation was used. This ratio is 2.84 
spaces per 1,000 sf of leasable space. 
 
Apartment Rates 
The base parking rate of 1.65 in Shared Parking does not differentiate between one bedroom and two bedroom 
units, which can have different parking demands. The base parking ratio used for apartment residents in this 
analysis is 1.3 spaces per unit. This rate indicates one space per unit for one bedroom units, and two spaces per 
unit for two bedroom units. This rate was provided by the development team based on data from several recent 
local projects. Data was collected by EPC Real Estate Group from their developments at 51 Main in Kansas City, 
Missouri, and from the Village at Mission Farms in Overland Park, Kansas. At 51 Main, a 1.3 spaces per unit ratio 
was provided and found to have a surplus of 10 percent at peak times. The Village at Mission Farms provided a 
1.6 ratio, equating to one space per unit for one bedroom units and two spaces per unit for two bedroom units. 
This development was found to have a parking surplus of roughly 20 percent during peak times. The actual 
demand is closer to a 1.35 ratio, with more than half of the units having two bedrooms. 
 
For this shared parking analysis, the base parking ratio was reduced from 1.3 to 0.2 spaces per unit, as 85 
percent of the base parking ratio, or nearly all of the residents, will be accommodated in the 190 garage parking 
spaces, which will not be shared.  A few residents and the residential visitors will share the surface parking 
spaces. 
 
Captive Demand 
Shared Parking states that some reduction of customer parking needs occurs in a mixed-use development due to 
patronage of multiple land uses. These patrons are referred to as “captive” since they are already present at the 
site for another land use. Residents of the proposed development who visit the restaurants or shops would be 
considered captive, as they do not add to the demand for parking. This is the same for office workers at who 
shop or go to restaurants in the development. There is also potential for nearby residents, especially in the twin 
villas to walk to the restaurants or shops. Given these considerations, a reduction of 12 percent was applied to 
the base ratios for the restaurant and retail land uses to account for captive demand.  The 12 percent reduction 
matches the percentage of internally captured trips indicated in the traffic impact study for the proposed 
development. 
 
Assumptions 
Several factors in the analysis should be noted. First, the northeastern and northwestern portions of the site 
were analyzed separately as to not share parking across the main access drive. Second, the parking garage spaces 
are not included in the supply for the shared parking analysis as they will not be shared spaces. The Assisted 
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living land use is assume to be fully parked in the garage.  Since this land use will not require any shared parking 
it was not included in the analysis.   

Results 
The results of the analysis indicate that the parking supplies for the northeastern and northwestern portions are 
projected to be sufficient for all times of the year.  The most critical time periods are projected to be during the 
middle of the day in December. During those time periods, the parking will be close to 99 percent occupied. 
This analysis correlates with the fact that December is the peak month for most retail business because of 
holiday shopping.

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Introduction 
TranSystems has completed this traffic impact study for the proposed mixed-use development to be 
located generally in the southwest corner of the 135th Street and Kenneth Road intersection in 
Leawood, Kansas. The purpose of this study was to assess the impact of the proposed development on 
the surrounding transportation system. The location of the project relative to the major streets in the 
area is shown on Figure A-1 in Appendix A. 
 

In addition to a description of the proposed development and the surrounding transportation 
infrastructure, this study includes trip generation estimates, trip distribution estimates, capacity analyses, 
and a summary of findings.  

Proposed Development Plan 
The proposed development includes a variety of residential, office and retail land uses.  The southern 
portion of the site, generally south of 137th Street, includes 120 attached single-family residences called 
twin villas. The mixed-use component of the proposed development is north of 137th Street.  Several 
buildings are proposed in the northern portion with apartments, offices, retail, and an assisted living 
facility. A copy of the proposed site plan for the development is included on Figure A-2 for reference. 
 
There are two access points to the proposed development site. The main driveway to the site will be a 
new intersection that will extend south from 135th Street. The main driveway is located roughly 1,700 
feet east of the signalized intersection of 135th Street and Pawnee Street, and 900 feet west of the 
signalized intersection of 135th Street and Kenneth Road. The other access point to the site will be 
137th Street, which will be constructed west of Kenneth Road as a part of the proposed development 
plan. In the future, two more access points may become available on the west side of the site to 
Chadwick Street as future development occurs on adjacent parcels.  

Study Area 
To assess the impacts of the proposed development, the intersections listed below were identified for 
study during the A.M. and P.M. peak hours of a typical weekday.  

 135th Street and Kenneth Road 
 Site Driveways 

 
Surrounding Street Network and Land Uses 
The major road system in Johnson County is primarily a grid pattern with one-mile spacings on section 
lines.  One Hundred Thirty-Fifth (135th) Street is a four lane divided east/west thoroughfare that is part 
of the grid network.  Adjacent to the development site, 135th Street has a posted speed limit of 45 
m.p.h.  Kenneth Road is a two-lane collector street with a posted speed limit of 35 m.p.h.  Kenneth 
Road extends a short distance from 135th Street south to intersect Kenneth Parkway. North of 135th 
Street, the alignment of Kenneth Road becomes a long private driveway to a church. Currently, 137th 
Street does not extend to the development site. West of Chadwick Street, 137th Street is a two-lane 
collector street that parallels 135th Street. 
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The development site currently consists of undeveloped land with agricultural land uses.  The land to 
the north of the site across 135th Street is also undeveloped with some agricultural uses. It is 
anticipated to develop in the future with land uses similar to the proposed development.  South of the 
site are single-family villa type residences. To the west of the site there is a bank, a church, more villa 
type residences, and some undeveloped commercial lots. To the east of the site across Kenneth Road is 
undeveloped land that is anticipated to be commercial type development in the future.   
 
Traffic Counts 
Turning-movement traffic volume counts were collected at the study intersection on Tuesday, July 10, 
2018, from 7:00 to 9:00 A.M. and from 4:00 to 6:00 P.M.  Based on the data, the peak hours occur 
between 7:15 and 8:15 A.M., and between 4:45 and 5:45 P.M. The existing lane configurations, traffic 
control devices, and peak hour traffic volumes have been illustrated on Figure A-3. 

Analysis 
The scope of analysis for the assessment of the proposed development’s impact on the surrounding 
transportation system is based in large part on the recommended practices of the Institute of 
Transportation Engineers (ITE), as outlined in their Traffic Engineering Handbook. ITE is a nationally-
recognized organization of transportation professionals with members from both private and public 
sectors. The analysis of the proposed development’s impact included development of trip generation 
and trip distribution estimates as well as a traffic operations assessment for each study scenario. Each of 
the analysis methodologies and findings are described in the subsequent sections.   
 
Trip Generation  
Trip generation estimates were prepared using the Institute of Transportation Engineer’s Trip 
Generation, 10th Edition. Table 1 on the next page shows the expected trips to be generated by the 
proposed development.  Additional information related to trip generation is included in Appendix B. 
 
The proposed development includes office, retail, and residential land uses. Therefore, it can be assumed 
that when the development is fully built out, some of the customers of the retail businesses in the 
development will also live in the residential portion or work in the office portion of the development. 
These trips are said to be internal trips, because the origin and destination of the trips are within the 
development site. The ITE internal capture methodology was used to determine the number of trips 
internal to the site. The internal trips were not applied to the external street system.

Trip Distribution 
The estimated trips generated by the proposed development were distributed onto the street system 
based on the trip distributions summarized in Table 2. These distributions are based on existing travel 
patterns in the area and engineering judgment. The detailed distribution patterns through the study 
intersections are shown in Appendix B.

Traffic Operation Assessment  
An assessment of traffic operations was made for the scenarios listed below.   

 Existing Conditions 
 Existing Development Conditions 
 Future (Year 2040) Conditions 
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The study intersections were evaluated using the Synchro traffic analysis software package. Calculations 
were performed based on the methodologies outlined in the Highway Capacity Manual (HCM), 2000 
Edition, which is published by the Transportation Research Board. The operating conditions at an 
intersection are graded by the “level of service” experienced by drivers. Level of service (LOS) describes 
the quality of traffic operating conditions and is rated from “A” to “F”. LOS A represents the least 
congested condition with free-flow movement of traffic and minimal delays. LOS F generally indicates 
severely congested conditions with excessive delays to motorists. Intermediate grades of B, C, D, and E 
reflect incremental increases in the average delay per stopped vehicle. Delay is measured in seconds per 
vehicle. Table 3 shows the upper limit of delay associated with each level of service for signalized and 
unsignalized intersections.

While LOS measurements apply to both signalized and unsignalized intersections, there are significant 
differences between how these intersections operate and how they are evaluated. LOS for signalized 
intersections reflects the operation of the intersection as a whole. 
 
Unsignalized intersections, in contrast, are evaluated based on the movement groupings which are 
required to yield to other traffic. Typically, these are the left turns off of the major street and the side-
street approaches for two-way stop-controlled intersections. At unsignalized intersections lower LOS 
ratings (D, E and F) do not, in themselves, indicate the need for additional improvements. Many times 
there are convenient alternative routes to avoid the longer delays. Other times the volumes on the 
unsignalized approaches are relatively minor when compared to the major street traffic, and 
improvements such as traffic signal installation may increase the average delay to all users of the 
intersection. 
 
The decision to install a traffic signal, which is often considered when lower LOS ratings are projected, 
should be based on engineering studies and the warrants for traffic signal installation as outlined in the 
Federal Highway Administration’s Manual on Uniform Traffic Control Devices (MUTCD). Signals are 
typically not recommended in locations where there are convenient alternative paths, or if the 
installation of a traffic signal would have negative impacts on the surrounding transportation system.  
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The LOS rating deemed acceptable varies by community, facility type and traffic control device. Most 
communities in the region have identified LOS D as the minimum desirable goal for signalized 
intersections. However, at unsignalized intersections LOS D, E, or even F are often considered 
acceptable for low to moderate traffic volumes where the installation of a traffic signal is not warranted 
by the conditions at the intersection, or the location has been deemed undesirable for signalization.  
 
Traffic queues were also evaluated as part of the analyses. Long traffic queues which extend beyond the 
amount of storage available, either between intersections or within turn lanes, can have significant 
impacts on operations. The projected vehicular queues were analyzed to ensure the analyses are 
reflective of the physical constraints of the study intersections and to identify if additional storage is 
needed for turn lanes. 
 
Existing Conditions 
The results of the Existing Conditions intersection analyses are summarized in Table 4. The study 
intersections were evaluated with the lane configurations, traffic volumes, and traffic control devices 
shown on Figure A-3. The current signal timing and coordination plans for the study intersection was 
used for the analysis of the traffic signals in this scenario. The Synchro output files are included in 
Appendix C.

The results of the analysis indicates that the existing signalized intersection operates at acceptable levels 
of service during the A.M. and P.M. peak hour with minimal queuing. This is due to the very low volume 
of traffic on Kenneth Road, which allows the signal to provide green indications for eastbound and 
westbound traffic on 135th Street for more than 75 percent of the cycle length. 
 
Given the low volume of side street traffic, the traffic counts were compared to the minimum 
thresholds of the Peak Hour traffic signal warrant from the MUTCD. The graph  of the warrant analysis 
is included in Appendix C. The results of the warrant analysis indicate that the existing volumes do not 
satisfy the minimum traffic volume threshold for traffic signal installation. Therefore it is likely that the 
existing traffic signal at 135th Street and Kenneth Road is not warranted. 
 
It is worth noting that during the traffic counts long queues of eastbound traffic were observed during 
the P.M. peak hour. These queues extended back from the signalized intersection of 135th Street and 
State Line Road, which is roughly 1,100 feet to the east of Kenneth Road. This is due to the high volume 
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of eastbound through traffic at that intersection. These long queues frequently extended through the 
intersection with Kenneth Road from approximately 4:50 P.M. to 5:20 P.M.  The long queues did clear 
out of the intersection during each cycle of the signal at 135th Street and State Line Road. 
 
There is little that can be done in the short-term to address the long eastbound queues that were 
observed. Widening 135th Street in Leawood for a third eastbound through lane will not reduce the 
eastbound queues.  A third eastbound lane would need to be constructed east through the State Line 
Road intersection, and possibly through other intersections to the east, to serve the heavy eastbound 
through volume. Such an improvement will require coordination with the Missouri Department of 
Transportation, as 135th Street becomes M-150 Highway to the east of State Line Road. 
 
City of Leawood staff desires traffic signals to be installed at a minimum spacing of one-quarter mile 
apart along the 135th Street corridor. This allows ample distance for queuing and for coordinating traffic 
signals to provide progression for through traffic. The location of the signalized 135th Street and 
Kenneth Road intersection is less than the desired spacing from State Line Road. 
 
Existing plus Proposed Development Conditions 
The location of the proposed development’s main driveway intersection along 135th Street is 900 feet 
from Kenneth Road, which is less than one-quarter mile. Therefore, the intersection would not be 
considered a candidate for signalization. Without a signal at the main driveway all development traffic to 
and from westbound 135th Street to make left-turn maneuvers at the 135th Street and Kenneth Road 
intersection. This would add side street traffic to the intersection which is currently blocked by queues 
at times during the P.M. peak hour. Given that the existing traffic signal is likely unwarranted, it is 
appropriate to consider removal of the existing traffic signal at 135th Street and Kenneth Road, and 
installation of a traffic signal at the main driveway intersection instead.  
 
The decision to remove the existing traffic signal at 135th Street and Kenneth Road must be evaluated in 
terms of the overall street network. The existing signal at Kenneth Road would provide full access to 
future developments on the undeveloped properties to the east of Kenneth Road. However, these 
properties are surrounded by a network of other arterial and collector streets that can also provide full 
access to these properties. The east side of these properties have access to existing traffic signals along 
State Line Road. A well planned internal street network through these properties can take advantage of 
the existing signalized access points. 
 
With the signal at Kenneth Road is removed, the main driveway intersection would be an appropriate 
location for a traffic signal installation. The projected traffic volumes from full build out of the 
development do satisfy the peak hour signal warrant. The main driveway intersection is spaced nearly 
one-half mile along 135th Street from the signalized State Line Road intersection. The main driveway 
intersection is also spaced slightly more than one-quarter mile east of Chadwick Street, which will likely 
be signalized in the future as development occurs.  The result is that the main driveway would be the 
only signalized intersection along 135th Street between Chadwick Street and State Line Road. These 
spacings exceed the City’s desired minimum spacing between signals. 
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As a stop controlled intersection, the 135th Street and Kenneth Road intersection, drivers would 
experience lengthy delays making left-turn and crossing maneuvers from the side street approaches. 
Therefore these movements should be restricted by a raised island within the intersection area. The 
island would continue to allow eastbound and westbound left-turn movements, but restrict the side 
street approaches to right-turns only. For the island configuration to be effective in restricting these 
movements, an eastbound left-turn lane will be needed at the intersection. 
 
Changing access at the 135th Street and Kenneth Road intersection will alter the existing traffic 
volumes. The northbound left-turn movement will no longer be permitted. These northbound drivers 
on Kenneth Road will have to turn left onto 137th Street, travel through the development site, and then 
turn left onto the Main Driveway to access westbound 135th Street. The existing traffic volumes were 
redistributed in this manner for the Existing plus Proposed Development Conditions intersections 
analyses. 
 
To accommodate development traffic and the aforementioned traffic control modifications, the following 
improvements are identified. 
 
135th Street and Kenneth Road 

 Remove the existing traffic signal.  Install Stop signs for northbound and southbound traffic. 
 Construct a raised island along 135th Street within the intersection area to restrict northbound 

and southbound left-turn and crossing maneuvers. The median should allow eastbound and 
westbound left-turn maneuvers. 

 Construct an eastbound left-turn lane with 250 feet of storage plus appropriate taper.  
 

135th Street and Main Driveway 
 Install a traffic signal. 
 Construct a westbound left-turn lane with a minimum length of 300 feet plus appropriate taper. 
 Construct an eastbound right-turn lane with a minimum length of 250 feet plus appropriate 

taper. 
 Construct three northbound lanes on the Main Driveway exiting the site, to be used as a right-

turn lane and dual left-turn lanes. The right-turn lane and one left-turn lane should have 
minimum lengths of 200 feet plus appropriate tapers. 

 
The results of the Existing plus Proposed Development Conditions intersection analyses are summarized 
on the following page in Table 5. This study scenario considered the addition of traffic from the 
proposed development plan. The study intersections were evaluated with the lane configurations, traffic 
volumes, and traffic control devices shown on Figure A-4. The new traffic signal was evaluated in this 
scenario with the same cycle lengths as the current coordination plans for the corridor. The Synchro 
output files are included in Appendix C.

As shown in Table 5, each study intersection is projected to operate within acceptable levels of service 
during the A.M. and P.M. peak hours. All queues are projected to be contained within their respective 
turn lanes. 
 
Future (Year 2040) Conditions 
To estimate future conditions in year 2040 background traffic growth was assumed. An annual growth 
rate of two percent was applied to the existing traffic volumes on 135th Street. It is assumed that when 
the property to the north of the development site across 135th Street develops, an access point will 
align with the signalized Main Driveway intersection. To analyze future conditions at the signalized 
intersection, the same development trips and distribution projected on the south leg of the intersection 
are assumed for the north leg. This is a fair approximation since a similar type of development is 
expected in this area.  Similar future development trips are also assumed on Kenneth Road for when the 
property to the east is developed, except these volumes were scaled to 25 percent, since the property 
to the east is only 25 percent of the size of the proposed development site. 
 
The additional background growth results in a very heavy volume of through traffic on 135th Street. To 
support the increased volume, 135th Street will need to be widened to provide three through lanes in 
each direction. Also, the traffic signal at 135th Street and Main Driveway will need to be split phased for 
northbound and southbound traffic to allow one of the dual left-turn lanes to function as a shared 
through lane. These additional lanes and signal modifications are included in the Future Conditions 
intersection analyses.  
 
The results of the Future Conditions intersection analyses are summarized on the next page in Table 6. 
The study intersections were evaluated with the lane configurations, traffic volumes, and traffic control 
devices shown on Figure A-5. The traffic signal timings for the 135th Street corridor were optimized for 
this scenario. The Synchro output files are included in Appendix C.

The results shown in the table indicate that all study intersections are projected to operate at an 
acceptable level of service in the future conditions scenario. Some lengthy queues of eastbound and 
westbound through traffic are projected during the A.M. and P.M. peak hours.  All other queues are 
projected to be contained within their respective turn lanes. 
 
When 137th Street is continuous from the development site west to Chadwick Street, there will be 
another access point to the development site.  This additional connection has the potential to reduce 
the northbound left-turn volume and the eastbound right-turn volume at the 135th Street and Main 
Driveway intersection by 10 to 30 percent. These reductions are not enough to have a significant impact 
on the results of the analysis for the study intersections. 
 

Summary 
TranSystems has completed this traffic impact study for the proposed mixed-use development to be 
located generally in the southwest corner of the 135th Street and Kenneth Road intersection in 
Leawood, Kansas. The purpose of this study was to assess the impact of the proposed development on 
the surrounding transportation system.    
 
The Existing Conditions analyses found that the traffic signal at the 135th Street and Kenneth Road 
intersection does not meet the minimum vehicular volumes for a traffic signal installation, and it is not 
likely that the signal is warranted. Additionally, the signal is located roughly 1,100 feet west of the 
signalized intersection with State Line Road. This spacing is less than the City’s minimum spacing of one-
quarter mile between signals along the 135th Street corridor. During the P.M. peak hour, long queues of 
eastbound through traffic on 135th Street extend through the Kenneth Road intersection.  
 
In light of these findings, the Kenneth Road intersection is not an ideal location for a signalized 
intersection and signal removal should be considered. A traffic signal could then be installed at the 
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development’s main driveway intersection along 135th Street. This location would provide greater 
separation between signals, meeting the City’s desired spacing for signals along the corridor. 
 
The following improvements have been identified for the Existing plus Development Conditions 
scenario. 
 
135th Street and Kenneth Road 

 Remove the existing traffic signal.  Install Stop signs for northbound and southbound traffic. 
 Construct a raised median along 135th Street within the intersection area to restrict 

northbound and southbound left-turn and crossing maneuvers. The median should allow 
eastbound and westbound left-turn maneuvers. 

 Construct an eastbound left-turn lane with 250 feet of storage plus appropriate taper. 
 
135th Street and Main Driveway 

 Install a traffic signal. 
 Construct a westbound left-turn lane with a minimum length of 300 feet plus appropriate taper. 
 Construct an eastbound right-turn lane with a minimum length of 250 feet plus appropriate 

taper. 
 Construct three northbound lanes on the Main Driveway exiting the site, to be used as a right-

turn lane and dual left-turn lanes. The right-turn lane and one left-turn lane should have 
minimum lengths of 200 feet plus appropriate tapers. 

 
In the Future Conditions scenario, 135th Street will need to be widened to provide three through lanes 
in each direction.

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1. INTRODUCTION
From its incorporation in 1948, Leawood has sought to emphasize high quality 
development, which offers a unique sense of place. The first 500 homes built in 
Leawood were custom designed by professional architects to reflect the owner’s 
individuality and to avoid stereotypical designs.  As a result, Leawood is widely 
recognized as a premier residential area and a desirable place to live and work.

The Plan
In order to successfully guide the community’s growth, the Leawood Comprehensive 
Plan and the accompanying maps have been prepared.  The purpose of the 
Comprehensive Plan is to guide the growth and development of the community. It 
includes analyses, recommendations and proposals for the community’s population, 
economy, housing, transportation, community facilities, and land use.  The 135th 
Street Community Plan was approved in 2014 by Resolution 4258. Self Propelled 
Leawood was also approved in 2014 by Resolution 4346, and both documents are 
incorporated by reference into this document. 
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Analysis of Leawood
Section 2 chronicles the development of Leawood, providing a narrative history of the 
community, a description of its natural environment and land area (including a record 
of annexations) and a documentation of past demographic statistics.  A preview of the 
City’s development and economic trends completes this section.

Evaluation Area Analysis
Information contained in Section 3 forms the foundation of the Comprehensive Plan.  
Each distinct district within the community, the North, the Central, and the South, 
is examined in detail. Tables are included to provide information regarding existing 
buildings, buildings which have been approved but not constructed, and the total 
square footage planned for a development.  

Guide to Future Development
Developed in Section 4 of the Comprehensive Plan is a framework for the future of the 
Leawood community.  The goals and objectives of the City’s development process are 
outlined and their implementation is addressed through planning policies and long-
range plans.

The common thread throughout all sections of the Comprehensive Plan is the City’s 
vision of distinctive development.  The future Leawood will be a sophisticated mix 
of prestigious residential and vibrant commercial areas accentuated by the special 
qualities, identified within this Plan, that make Leawood unique among area cities.

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The Process
Kansas statute authorizes municipal Planning Commissions “to make or cause to be made 
a comprehensive plan” (K.S.A 12-747 et seq.) that will constitute the basis for coordinated 
and harmonious development in the community, K.S.A. 12-741 et seq. also authorizes 
cities to enact planning and zoning laws and regulations “for the protection of the public 
health, safety and welfare”.

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2. ANALYSIS OF LEAWOOD
History
Although Leawood is a young city, it has a rich and vibrant history dating back to the 
Native American peoples that first lived in this area. In fact, the state name “Kansas” 
is derived from the Kanza tribe, the original inhabitants of the area that would become 
Leawood.

An influx of French and American traders in the 1700s, including the legendary Daniel 
Boone, explored this land. After the Louisiana Purchase in 1803, the area directly east 
of what would become State Line Road opened for settlement. The Santa Fe Trail, 
Oregon Trail, and California Trail, which crossed into the territory at 123rd and State 
Line, also hastened early development in the Leawood area.

The Border Ruffian War, 1855-1857, had a brief negative impact on the local 
economy - bands of men, on political pretext, robbed settlers and traders, leading to 
a curtailment of activities along the Santa Fe Trail. However, early in 1857, economic 
conditions rebounded as the town of Oxford, Kansas, was founded. Leawood’s 
predecessor by a little less than a century, Oxford became a trade center for a large 
part of the surrounding area. Unfortunately, Oxford was one of the casualties of the 
Civil War -- after 1865, little remained but the boundaries of the township.

The seeds of modern Leawood were planted during the Roaring 20’s, when Oscar 
G. Lee, a retired police officer from Oklahoma, moved to Johnson County. Mr. Lee, 
the namesake of Leawood, built his home just north of where the original Leawood 
City Hall now stands. Offering to provide a road through his property, Mr. Lee first 
dedicated for public use Lee Boulevard, from 83rd Street to 103rd Street.

By 1948, the housing development started by the Kroh brothers provided the impetus 
for incorporation as a city. Accordingly, on November 30, 1948, with a population 
less than 2,000, Leawood became a city of the third class. Leawood, the first of 
the suburban cities of northeast Johnson County to incorporate, continued its rapid 
development and in 1959 became a city of the second class.

From 1959 to the present Leawood has developed at a rapid pace. The City’s 
boundaries now stretch from Somerset on the north to 155th Street on the south and 
State Line Road on the east to Mission Road (north of I-435) and Nall Avenue (south 
of I-435) on the west. As of 2015, Leawood, a city of the first class with approximately 
33,339 residents, is a city proud of what it has accomplished in such a short time and 
proud of the rich heritage that has driven those accomplishments.
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Natural Features
Leawood is considered a beautiful community in northeastern Kansas because of 
the City’s natural resources. The Map of Natural Features (Figure 2.1) indicates the 
location of environmental elements that will affect urban development.

Land Characteristics
Leawood’s land is characterized by flat valleys rising to gently rolling hills. The land 
generally slopes 2-8 percent.  A very small percentage of the City’s total land area 
slopes 12 percent or more, primarily in areas along the Indian, Tomahawk and Negro 
creeks. Land elevations range from 850 to 1000 feet above sea level.

Soils

Three general types of soil exist in Leawood:

Kennebec-Chase soils can be found in the Tomahawk Creek and Blue River 
floodplains. These soils are deep and moderately well drained except in lowland areas. 
Certain development limitations, including ground water problems, must be taken into 
account with this type of soil.

Polo-Oska is the predominate soil type found in Leawood. Polo-Oska, a well-drained, 
deep to moderately deep soil with loam or clay subsoil, is generally located on 
uplands. Development limitations of this soil include bedrock depth (20-48 inches) and 
shrink/swell potential.

Sharpsburg-Oska soils, deep to moderately deep and well drained to moderately 
well drained with loam or clay subsoil, appear in the uplands south of Interstate-435 
adjacent to State Line Road. The permeability of this soil is a development limitation; 
depth problems are also possible with this soil type.
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Watersheds

Within the city limits of Leawood, there are five major watersheds that provide a 
natural system of surface water drainage. The natural system is enhanced where 
practical by engineered drainage systems. In developed northern Leawood, storm 
sewer systems are already in place; the few locations where these systems are 
considered inadequate are addressed in the City’s Capital Improvements Program 
and/or the 1/8th Cent Sales Tax (Expires June 30, 2021). 

Appropriate drainage system design remains an important element of runoff 
management in the developing portion of the City, as well – every new development 
and all redevelopment is required by ordinance to address and make provisions 
for drainage in accordance with the City’s recommended storm water management 
criteria. Figure 2.2 displays the watersheds in Leawood, and Table 2.1 provides the 
total acreage of each watershed.

Land Area

Leawood encompasses 15.2 square miles and resembles an elongated rectangle 
running north/south. Leawood is bordered on the west and south by Overland Park, 
Kansas; on the north by Prairie Village, Kansas; and on the east by Kansas City, 
Missouri.

There have been sixty-one (61) annexations to Leawood since incorporation in 1948. 
The individual annexations ranged in size from 1.5 to over 1,000 acres, as shown in 
Table 2.2.

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Demographics
Population
Growth Patterns

The first census taken following incorporation in 1950 established the young 
community’s population at 1,167 residents. Over sixty years after incorporation, 
Leawood’s population has grown to 34,195 34,570 (2017 2018 5-year ACS estimates). 
The 2020 Decennial Census will provide a concrete count of Leawood’s population 
and provide a foundation for future estimates. Figure 2.3 shows a chart of total 
population in Leawood from 1950 to 2015.

In the City’s first decade, the population increased 639%. In each subsequent decade, 
from 1970 through 2000, the City’s population increased at least 30%. However, since 
2000 the rate of growth has declined. The 2010 decennial census revealed that the 
City’s population grew 15.23%, while from 2010 through 2015 the rate of growth has 
been 4.62%. Although the City is still growing, the rate of growth has decreased from 
previous decades as shown on Figure 2.4.

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From 1980 through 2000, the City’s rate of growth exceeded the rate exhibited by 
Johnson County as a whole. Due to the City’s decreasing growth rate from 2000 
to 2015, the City is now growing at a slower rate than the County, as illustrated in 
Figure 2.5. This shift results from a combination of factors at play, most notably, the 
prevailing development patterns combined with Leawood’s inability to expand through 
annexation. This result has played out in other communities such as Prairie Village, 
Mission, Roeland Park and Merriam as the development tide pushed farther south and 
west outside the boundaries of each landlocked city.

This result is further demonstrated in Figure 2.6. Between 1990 and 2000 the City 
absorbed 8.5% of the total increase in County population in the same time period. 
However, between 2000 and 2010, the City absorbed 4.5% of the County’s increase in 
population. 
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Figure 2.6 shows Leawood’s rate of absorption of Johnson County population growth.

Given the prevailing pattern of development and Leawood’s inability to expand through 
annexation, the City’s rate of absorption is likely to continue to decline.

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Population Composition
Race and Ethnicity

As of 2017 2018, the majority population group in Leawood is the population of 
residents who identify themselves as white alone, at 91.2% 90.3% of the total 
population. The remaining 8.8% 9.7% of the population identifies themselves as 
non-white or not white alone. Those identifying as non-white or not white alone are 
composed of a several racial and ethnic population groups (hereinafter referred to as 
minority population or minority groups).

The largest minority group is those residents of Leawood identifying themselves as 
Asian at 4.0% of the total population. The Asian population is Leawood’s only minority 
group which exceeds the State’s percentage (2.8%), but is less than Johnson County’s 
(4.7 5.0%) percentage. The smallest minority group are those residents who identify 
themselves as Black or African American at 1.1% American Indian or Alaskan Native 
at 0.1%. In summary, at 8.8% 9.7% of the total population, Leawood’s total minority 
group population is less than Johnson County (19.5% 22.1%) and the State of Kansas 
(23.5% 28.0%).

The historic trend in Johnson County and the State has been an increasing minority 
population, although fluctuations are seen in recent years. Since 1990, as a 
percentage of the population, Leawood’s minority population has increased from 3.4% 
of the total population to 8.8% 9.7% in 2017 2018, while that of Johnson County’s 
has more than quadrupled. Despite these increases, the percentage of minority 
populations of Leawood and Johnson County are significantly less than that of the 
nation. As of 2017 2018, the minority population of the United States stands at 26.7% 
27.8% in 2017. Figure 2.8 shows minority population trends of Leawood compared to 
Johnson County and the state of Kansas from 1990 to 2017 2018.

Age and Gender

The age distribution graph in Figure 2.9 illustrates the distribution of age groups in 
Leawood’s population from 1990 to 2017 2018. For the purposes of age distribution, 
the population is divided into five groups: Children (ages 0-4), School Age (ages 5-19), 
Career Age (ages 20-64), Retirement Age (ages 65-84) and Elderly (age 85+).

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As of 2017 2018, the largest age group is the Career Age group, composing 53.8% 
53.9% of the total population of Leawood. From 2000 to 2017 2018, the population of 
the Elderly and Retirement age groups has trended upward, whereas the Career and 
School Age groups decreased as a percentage of the population.

The age distribution of Leawood residents is generally consistent with statewide 
and national trends which indicate an aging population. This is demonstrated by the 
increased Elderly and Retirement Age groups in Leawood. Statistical differences 
between decades in certain age groups that aren’t correlated with a population trend 
tend to be associated with specific generations or spikes in population of a certain 
age. For instance, the relatively high population of Children (ages 0-4) in the 1990 
Census is reflected as a relatively high School Age population in the 2000 Census. 
This corresponds to “Generation Y”, also known as the “Millennials” or the children 
of “Baby Boomers”. As of the 2010 Census, this generation is entering Career Age 
which explains the relative decrease in School Age population in 2010. Though this 
generation is beginning to enter the Career Age, the rate at which they are entering 
is not off-setting the rate at which the “Baby Boom” generation is entering retirement. 
The median age of all residents of Leawood has increased from 41.3 years in 2000 to  
45.5 in 2017 2018.

As of 2017 2018, females composed 51.3% 50.8% of the population of Leawood, 
while males composed 48.7% 49.2%. Figure 2.10 shows this gender gap from 1990 – 
2015 and how it has increased each decade between 1990 and 2010. Between 2010 
and 2015, the trend has shifted to nearly equal gender distribution; however, 2017 
2018 estimates show the gender gap widening by approximately 2% since 2015.

The median age for women remains higher, at 45.8 47.0 years, than the median age 
for men, which is 45 45.5 years. This illustrates that in Leawood, as in the remainder 
of the United States, on average, females have a higher life expectancy than males 
and consequently, as the population of Leawood ages, the gap between the genders 
increases.
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Occupancy Status

In 2017 2018, a total of 13,268 13,590 housing units were in the City. Of this amount, 
12,680 12,953 were occupied and 588 637 were vacant. This translates to an 
occupancy rate of 95.6% 95.3% and a vacancy rate of 4.4% 4.7%.

The graph above shows that the 4.4% 4.7% vacancy rate in 2017 2018 is lower higher 

than in 2010. For approximately 25 years, housing vacancy for Leawood has remained 
under 5%, which is lower than the state of Kansas, which had a 2017 2018 housing 
vacancy rate of 10.9% 11.5%.

The graph shown in Figure 2.12 provides occupancy by status of owner versus renter. 

In 2017 2018, of the 12,680 12,953 occupied housing units, 91.0% 90.5% were owner-
occupied and 9% 9.5% were renter-occupied.

As of 2017 2018, there were 34,195 34,570 persons in Leawood, living in 13,268 
13,590 households, for an average of 2.58 2.54 persons per household. Leawood is 
continuing to grow both in population and households, as shown in Table 2.4.

From 2010 to 2017 2018, the number of households and total population in Leawood 

increased 11.2%. The average household size has trended downward from 3.31 in 
1980 to 2.75 2.66 in 2017 2018. The decline in average household size in Leawood is 
generally consistent with declines nationally. Overall decline is primarily due to fewer 
households with children and fewer children in family households. Figure 2.13 shows 
the average household size in Leawood.

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Housing Value

Leawood’s owner occupied average home values continued a steady climb from 1990 
through 2017 2018. The average home value saw an increase of approximately 12.1% 
18.8% from $384,600 to $431,000 $457,000 from 2010 to 2017 2018. The average 
median monthly rent did not increased during the same time period. Rent decreased 
increased from $1,404 to $1,363 $1,574.

Income
The per-capita income for Leawood and Johnson County significantly exceeds that of 
Kansas and the nation as a whole. Since 1990, the per-capita income of Leawood has 
increased 144% 138% from $34,275 to $83,724 $81,743, while the per-capita income 
for Johnson County increased 110% 126%, from $20,582 to $43,061 $46,457.

Per-capita incomes for Kansas and the nation each increased just over 100% since 
1990. The numeric increases for Kansas and the nation are $16,300 $18,156 and 
$16,957 $19,611, respectively. Figure 2.14 compares the per-capita income of 
Leawood residents to Johnson County residents, Kansas residents, and the entire 
population of United States residents.

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The median household income for Leawood and Johnson County also exceed that 
of Kansas and the nation. Since 1990, the median family income of Leawood has 
increased 102% 99.7% to $151,446 $149,736 in 2017 2018. Figure 2.15 exhibits a 
comparison of median household income.

Educational Attainment
Leawood residents have historically had a high level of educational attainment. Of the 
estimated 23,497 24,110 persons aged 25 and older in Leawood in 2017 2018, 76% 
hold a bachelor’s degree or a graduate or professional degree. Figure 2.16 displays 
a comparison of educational attainment between Leawood, Johnson County and 
Kansas. This rate far exceeds that of Johnson County and the state, at 54.7% 55.7% 
and 32.3% 33.8% respectively.

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Schools & Places of Worship
Leawood offers several public schools to residents. The public schools fall within 
the Shawnee Mission School District and the Blue Valley School District. These two 
districts are known throughout the state of Kansas for their excellence in education.

Some places in Leawood meet boundary requirements for schools outside the 
Leawood city limits. For example, there are no high schools within the city limits of 
Leawood so students in Leawood middle schools would feed into a corresponding high 
school nearest to the area. Figure 2.18 shows the public schools within Leawood.

In addition to public schools, various private schooling opportunities are available in 
and around Leawood. Some children attend private schools outside Leawood. Most 
private schools are affiliated with a religious institution. There is a diverse inventory of 
places of worship within Leawood as well as in neighboring communities. Figure 2.19 
and Table 2.6 displays a map of the places of worship in Leawood.

Future Development Trends
Demographics

Realistic population forecasts are essential to proper planning. Forecasts are often 
based upon past growth and anticipated trends. The City is surrounded on all sides 
by other incorporated cities and thus, is unable to annex additional land. Leawood’s 
population projections consider this fact and assume that future growth will occur 
on the remaining undeveloped land within the City and that such growth will follow 
existing policies, including the policy for residential development on land designated 
for mixed use development along the 135th Street corridor. Though available land area 
for residential development outside this corridor is diminishing, the projections in Table 
2.7 assume residential development will occur in a manner consistent with existing 
policies.

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Due to the City’s inability to annex additional land, future growth patterns will rely upon 
the development of land already within the City’s boundaries, and in particular how the 
land is developed in the form of land use and density. As remaining land is developed, 
population growth will slow. After build-out, future population is expected to fluctuate 
only slightly as natural changes occur.

Capital Improvements

The City of Leawood’s Capital Improvements Program (CIP) is designed to identify an 
effective timing and financing schedule for various construction, renovation, and repair 
projects of benefit to the entire community.

A Capital Improvement Program is a document that is the result of systematic 
evaluation of capital projects. The plan serves as a guide for the efficient and effective 
provision of public facilities, outlining a timing and financing schedule of capital 
projects for a five-year period of time. In the process of formulating the plan, public 
improvements are prioritized and costs are projected, 
thereby allowing the City to take maximum advantage of 
federal, state and county funds. A responsible improvements 
program is necessary to support current and maintain future 
high levels of service that Leawood provides its residents. 
The Capital Improvement Program is updated annually.

Future Economic Trends
Revenue Sources & Developments

The future commercial development potential of Leawood, 
as identified in this Comprehensive Plan, seeks to end a 
long-standing fiscal reliance on residential property tax as 
the City’s primary revenue source. 

The 2017 2018 property taxes accounted for 35.6% 38.5% 
of the total revenue for the City, whereas the sales/use tax 
for the City made up 29.1% 31% of the total revenue. 

As the estimated 2 million square feet of potential 
retail space is developed, a substantial boost in sales 
tax revenues is expected. The City’s potential office 
developments will also increase property tax revenue from 
sources other than residential.
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Approved Commercial Developments

The approved commercial developments within the City of Leawood are listed in Table 
2.8 below. This table reflects approved developments, predominant uses and provides 
the total floor area within the development, as approved. Developments in which 
construction has commenced but not completed are given a status of “Developing”. 
Developments in which construction has completed are given a status of “Existing”. 
Developments with a predominant use designation of “Mixed Use” reflect a floor area 
which excludes the residential component of said development. 

Figure 2.20 illustrates the general location of each of the developments summarized in 
Table 2.8

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3. EVALUATION AREA ANALYSIS
For evaluation and analysis purposes, the 2018 2019 Comprehensive Plan divides 
Leawood into three distinct areas: the North Leawood area is north of Interstate-435 (I-
435), the Central Leawood area boundaries are I-435 and 135th Street and the South 
Leawood area is south of 135th Street.  Although these three areas are identified for 
evaluation purposes, these dividing lines should not be used for any other purpose.  
Figure 3.1 shows a map of the specified evaluation areas within the City of Leawood.

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North Leawood
North Leawood was the first area in the City to develop and established the initial 
character of the distinctive community that would become Leawood as we know it 
today.  An inventory of the existing conditions in this area reveals an environment 
gradually being influenced by incremental demographic and development trends.

Population
Growth Patterns

Although small fluctuations have occurred, the population of North Leawood is 
essentially stable, having decreased slightly between 1990 and 2000, yet increasing 
between 2000 and 2010 as seen in Table 3.1.

Race & Ethnicity

As of the 2010 Census, the majority population group in North Leawood is that 
population who identify themselves as white alone, accounting for 98% of the total 
population in North Leawood.  The remaining 2% of the population identifies as 
non-white or not white alone.  Those identifying as non-white or not white alone are 
composed of several racial and ethnic population groups (hereinafter referred to as 
minority population or minority groups).  Relative to Leawood overall, North Leawood 
has a lower minority population.  The concentration of the white population in this area 
is considerably higher than the concentration in the other areas of Leawood.  Table 3.2 
shows data for race and ethnicity.

Schools

Blue Valley School District, USD #229 provides public school education to children 
in South Leawood.  In 2000, this area was served with two elementary schools, 
however due to the growth that has occurred since then, the area is now served by 
four elementary schools; Mission Trail Elementary School and Prairie Star Elementary 
School, both located in Leawood, and Overland Trail Elementary School and Sunrise 
Point Elementary School, both located in Overland Park.  Children enrolled in public 
schools in South Leawood attend either Leawood Middle School, Prairie Star Middle 
School, or Overland Trail Middle School.  Both Blue Valley North High School and Blue 
Valley High School serve the area.

Our Vision

Comprehensive Plan Map

growth. The map designates land categories based on use and density. This evolving map is 
reviewed and updated on an annual basis. The Comprehensive Plan also includes a vision for the 
active transportation network along with significant cultural landmarks. 

135th Street Community Plan
The 135th Street Community Plan is incorporated by reference into the City of Leawood’s 
Comprehensive Plan, and serves as a guiding document for development between 133rd Street 
and 137th Street and between Nall Avenue and State Line Road. The plan identifies an optimal 
layout for 135th Street, defines key land uses, produces development concepts and provides a 
strategic implementation plan for creating a sustainable community. The plan was adopted in 2014 
and was developed through a series of public meetings with community leaders, property owners, 
and governmental jurisdictions.

Self-Propelled Leawood Maps
Self-Propelled Leawood Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan articulates the City of Leawood’s 
vision for pedestrian and bicycle access. This plan can also be found on the following pages. The 
two exhibits divide the city into north and south halves, and represent existing and future bike 
routes along with a development plan for Leawood trail systems. These recommendations should 
be furthered refined as individual projects are implemented. 

Historic Trail Map
Leawood also includes approximately three miles of historic routes of the Santa Fe, Oregon and 
California National Trails. Since these trails bisect current development, proposed automobile and 
bicycle routes intersecting segments of the trail are being investigated.

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Goals and Objectives
In order to transform the values of the City’s development vision into reality, the 
following goals and objectives have been created.  A goal represents the end towards 
which our efforts are directed; objectives outline the actions necessary to achieve the 
goals.  Both goals and objectives implement how the residents, Planning Commission 
and Governing Body envision the future of the City of Leawood.

Non-Residential
Non-residential development is defined as uses other than single and multi-family 
residential. These uses include retail, office, business park, and recreational land uses. 
It is important that the use and intensity of this type of development is compatible with 
the surrounding community that it serves. Examples of uses within this district include 
retail shops, restaurants, general office, medical office, and light assembly.

Non-Residential Goal 1

Promote the redevelopment and, where it makes sense, retention of non-residential 
development in the established areas of the City.

OBJECTIVE:

Plans for redevelopment of existing non-residential properties shall be required to take 
into consideration surrounding properties/developments in terms of scale, use, design, 
access, landscaping and lighting, to promote an overall harmonious design for the 
area. 

DIRECTIVES: 

A - Encourage redevelopment of existing non-residential properties to provide 
pedestrian connections to surrounding non-residential and residential developments.

Redevelopment shall comply with all regulations and planning principles.

OBJECTIVE: 

Provide incentives for the redevelopment (public portion) of existing non-residential 
developments in Leawood.

DIRECTIVE: 

Give consideration to Special Benefit Districts (SBD), Transportation Development 
Districts (TDD), and Community Improvement Districts (CID) for public improvements 
in designated areas deemed to have a need for redevelopment and would not 
otherwise be improved.  (See City of Leawood Resolution No. 1317).
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Non-Residential Goal 2

Ensure compatible transitions from non-residential development to residential 
neighborhoods and other less intensive land uses.

OBJECTIVE:  

Utilize open space, large landscaped areas, natural topographical features, berms, 
and residential uses as buffers between residential and nonresidential developments.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Provide a variety of land uses adjacent to the nonresidential area (i.e. assisted 
living, independent living, condominiums, etc.).

B - Promote the transition from higher intensity land uses to lower intensity land uses.

C - Utilize clustering of buildings near major streets to develop common areas/buffer 
areas between the nonresidential and residential developments.

D - Maintain existing natural features between residential and nonresidential 
development such as tree lines.

E - Provide incentives to developers consistent with goals of Comprehensive Plan and 
sound planning and development principles to assure desirable results (i.e. bonuses 
as outlined in Leawood Development Ordinance).

F - Assess traffic impact and plan for no worse than a D rating. 
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Non-Residential Goal 3

Promote quality non-residential developments by requiring pedestrian oriented/human 
scaled designs, high-quality materials, sensitive landscaping, and limited signage. 

OBJECTIVE: 

Parking Lots shall be designed to limit the massing of pavement viewable from public 
streets. 

DIRECTIVES:

A - The massing of parking lots shall be broken up with landscaping.

B - Parking lots shall be hidden from public streets with a minimum three-foot high 
berm and landscaping located along the berm.

C - Encourage land banking of parking spaces. 

D - Encourage shared parking agreements between nonresidential developments and 
the recording of such agreements.

E - Utilize buildings and amenities to break up parking lots.

F - Promote a transportation system which provides or improves access and 
circulation within and adjacent to non-residential areas, and fosters interaction among 
residents.

G - Encourage parking lots to be located behind the front building mass when along a 
public street.

H - Utilize internal walkways for pedestrians in parking lots.  The internal walkways 
shall be constructed of decorative material and shall be protected from driveways with 
landscaping.

I - Encourage a row of parking adjacent to the front entrance of the building particularly 
for retail developments.

J - Encourage limiting the length of the rows of parking.

K - Parking lots shall be lighted and striped to ensure the safety of pedestrians and 
motor vehicles, and promote orderly and efficient use of space.

L -  Encourage the use of underground and above ground multi-story parking 
structures.
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OBJECTIVE: 

Developments shall be constructed to incorporate Main Street or village style 
techniques.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Buildings shall be located on an interior drive system with on-street (interior drives) 
parking.

B - Buildings shall be clustered and oriented to ensure easy circulation between 
businesses for pedestrians without the need for vehicles.

C - Buildings shall be clustered and oriented to create gathering areas for patrons as 
well as large open spaces.

D - Plaza areas shall be incorporated into the design for all buildings.

E - All building facades shall be broken with extensions, recesses, awnings, and/or 
covered walkways.

F - All sides of buildings shall be constructed to the same standard of design.

G - Loading docks, trash collections, outdoor storage and similar facilities and 
functions shall be within the structure, or contained within a service court which 
is completely enclosed by the building mass and provide extensive buffering to 
completely screen these areas.

H - Encourage that each principal building have a clearly defined customer entrance 
with features such as canopies, porticos, arcades, arches, wing walls and integral 
planters.

I - Provide incentives for unique design and additional amenities incorporated into 
the development such as structured parking, large common areas, fountains, and 
other unique/quality features currently found throughout Leawood in lieu of the 
typical big box or strip centers and other standard developments prevalent in today’s 
development industry.

J - Where no prevailing architectural context exists, create a compatible theme and 
character throughout the new development to relate to adjacent developmental 
designs.

K - Detail facades to relate to the architectural characteristics of the surrounding 
structures such as the proportion, scale, form, mass, setback, material, horizontal 
dimension, etc.

L - Nonresidential developments shall be required to maintain open space between 
nonresidential developments and adjacent residential developments.

M -  Topographical features, which limit development, shall be retained as open space 
left in its natural state.
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OBJECTIVE: 

Non-residential development shall create a unique sense of place.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Monuments, fountains, or other artwork shall be constructed at the major entrances 
into the development from public streets and along internal intersections/driveways.

B - Buildings shall utilize decorative design elements that may include arched 
windows, second story balconies, pitched roofs, etc.

C - Bland architecture such as cube buildings and typical big box structures will not be 
permitted.

D - Developments will be encouraged to incorporate design themes, artwork, natural 
areas, water features, small plazas, and landscaping into the overall design of the 
development.

OBJECTIVE: 

Reduce the visual impact and cluttering of signage.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Wall signs shall be limited to two per building and also limited to the façades of 
buildings, which face public streets or internal drives (not including parking lot drive 
aisles).

B - Monument signs shall be constructed of material similar to the façade of the 
building or of natural stone, brick, or similar material.

C - Monument signs shall be primarily used to identify overall developments and not 
individual tenants or buildings.

D - The placement of billboards shall not be permitted within the city limits of Leawood.
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Residential
Residential development is defined as a land use type in which housing predominates.  
Residential is classified by rural, single family, clustered, or apartment districts that are 
furthered defined by density. Additional allowable uses within residential districts range 
from independent living, assisted living, and  skilled nursing.

Residential Goal 1

Encourage a diverse mixture of quality housing to meet the needs of the Citizens of 
Leawood. 

OBJECTIVE:

Ensure the creation of high quality single-family homes within the City of Leawood.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Single-family subdivisions shall be encouraged to have a neighborhood like 
ambiance by providing amenities such as common areas and trails to allow human 
interaction.

B - Encourage a diverse mix of household sizes and home styles.

C - Encourage the incorporation of natural features into residential development.

D - Encourage the use of common areas throughout and between residential 
developments. 

E - Utilize natural buffers between neighborhoods and other uses, such as parks 
or significant landscaped areas, which protect the residential area but allow for 
pedestrian connections between the two uses.

F - Subdivision street systems shall provide multiple points of vehicular and pedestrian 
access including connections to existing residential and commercial developments.

OBJECTIVE:

Protect and preserve existing residential areas.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Preserve and protect existing housing through code enforcement and preventive 
maintenance.

B - Ensure that redevelopment within existing neighborhoods is compatible with the 
existing neighborhood in scale, style and materials.

C - Ensure new residential development within existing neighborhoods be of a similar 
pattern, and connect with the existing residential and commercial neighborhoods.

OBJECTIVE:

Ensure that residential growth patterns result in neighborhoods that have their own 
sense of place, yet are closely linked to the community as a whole. 

DIRECTIVES:

A - Encourage multiple street and pedestrian connections with adjacent residential 
areas and discourage the extensive use of cul-de-sacs and dead-end streets.

B - Encourage subdivisions to provide unique amenities to promote the social 
interaction within the neighborhood.

C - Additional gated communities will not be allowed within the City of Leawood in 
order to promote a sense of community.

OBJECTIVE:

Provide home ownership alternatives to the standard large lot residential subdivision.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Encourage clustering of homes, in areas indicated as medium and high density on 
the Comprehensive Plan Map, to provide opportunities for amenities such as creation 
of common areas, preservation of natural features, walking trails and view corridors.

B - Offer incentives in areas indicated on the Comprehensive Plan Map, for unique 
design, the provision of additional amenities, and new planning principles and 
practices not currently in use for the City (i.e., walking paths, incorporating the natural 
slope of the land, retaining natural drainage ways/environmental features, pocket 
parks, community gathering areas, and other New Urbanism concepts and theories).

C - Encourage residential uses within designated mixed use areas.
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OBJECTIVE:

Provide housing opportunities for the senior citizens of Leawood.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Encourage the development of assisted living, independent living and skilled 
nursing facilities within the designated institutional areas.

B - Utilize elderly care facilities as a transitional use between residential and non-
residential uses.

C - Promote open space and connectivity to adjoining uses to provide pedestrian and 
recreational opportunities.

D - Promote human interaction within the design of the facilities through the use of 
courtyards, walking trails, decorative landscaping, and outdoor interactive areas.
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Redevelopment
Redevelopment is defined as any new construction on a site that has pre-existing 
uses.  The City of Leawood promotes the redevelopment of residential and commercial 
land uses through the following goals and objectives. 

Redevelopment Goal 1

Promote residential redevelopment that is harmonious with the existing residential 
area. 

OBJECTIVE: 

Ensure that remodeling and maintenance of existing housing stock maintains the 
original character of the neighborhood.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Preserve and protect existing housing stock through code enforcement, 
development ordinance amendments and preventive maintenance.

OBJECTIVE:

In established neighborhoods, infill development shall be compatible with the character 
of the surrounding neighborhood, including scale, style of homes, and height of 
homes.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Develop and implement design guidelines, which maintain the character and style 
of the City, for redevelopment and remodeling.

B - Encourage residential development to be compatible with adjoining lots in respect 
to lot shape and size, style of housing, street configuration and landscaping.

C - Redevelopment shall be required to match the existing street pattern including 
through street connections.

D - Encourage the inclusion of private open space for new developments to help 
preserve the openness of Leawood.
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Redevelopment Goal 2

Utilize commercial redevelopment to maintain or upgrade existing commercial areas 
and to ensure compatibility with the surrounding area.

OBJECTIVE:

Ensure that commercial redevelopment projects utilize high quality materials and 
compatible designs with the surrounding area.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Buildings shall be required to utilize materials and architectural features which 
complement one another.

B - Building treatments shall consider the use of decorative design elements that may 
include arched windows, second story balconies, covered walkways, pitched roofs, 
etc.

C - Bland, unimaginative architecture, such as flashcube buildings and typical big box 
structures, will not be permitted.

D - Encourage the placement of utilities underground for all new developments and 
work with landowners to place utilities underground for developed areas.

OBJECTIVE:

Ensure that commercial redevelopment includes pedestrian oriented / human scale 
designs which are compatible with the surrounding area.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Develop and implement design criteria that require commercial redevelopment to 
be human scale and have a clearly defined customer entrance with features such as 
canopies, porticos, arcades, arches, wing walls and integral planters.

B - Encourage connections between residential and commercial projects through 
pedestrian and vehicular connections. 

C - Encourage commercial design to include public gathering areas, such as plazas, 
courtyards and benches.

D - Encourage the use of landscaping and berms to reduce the visual impact of 
buildings.

E - Retail building facades shall provide insets that divide larger facades into smaller 
storefronts. 

F - Buildings shall be thoughtfully designed to provide cover from the weather and 
provide comfort for the pedestrian by incorporating porticos, canopies, and other 
architectural details.
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Mixed Use
Mixed use is defined as a development which permits a mixture of retail, office, 
residential, and cultural uses in a single structure or multiple structures which 
incorporate a coordinated, consistent theme throughout the development and 
encourage a high level of pedestrian activity.  Mixed use developments should be 
located within a close proximity to major roadways and intersections.     

Mixed Use Goal 1

Encourage developments which blend a variety of uses, including commercial, office, 
and / or residential, into village style developments, which allow for access to services 
by a variety of transportation modes, including walking and biking.

OBJECTIVE:

Encourage pedestrian friendly environments within mixed use developments.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Encourage buildings to be clustered and oriented toward each other allowing easy 
access from one building to another.

B - Utilize sidewalks, small plazas, street furniture and landscaping to create a safe 
and pleasant pedestrian environment.

C - Develop a network of pedestrian paths between adjacent developments and public 
sidewalks, crosswalks, bike trails, and bike lanes.

D - Integrate neighborhood scaled private parks within the overall pedestrian networks.

E - Buildings shall be thoughtfully designed to provide cover from the weather and 
provide comfort for the pedestrian by incorporating porticos, canopies, and other 
methods. 

F - Intersections shall be designed to emphasize the neighborhood scale and unique 
nature of the area, including sidewalks, streetscape elements and landscaping.
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OBJECTIVE:

Develop human scale, village or main street style, mixed use developments.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Building façades and mass shall be broken up with a variety of setbacks, 
construction materials and rooflines.

B - Buildings shall contain decorative design elements that may include arched 
windows, second story balconies, pitched roofs, etc. 

C - The mass and impact of buildings shall be reduced through the use of berms and 
landscaping.

D - Bland architecture, such as cube buildings and typical big box structures, will not 
be permitted.

E - Landscaping and streetscape elements, along access roads and including reverse 
frontage roads, will be established to emphasize the neighborhood scaled character 
desired.

F - Support massing of buildings along interior drives with parking directly in front of 
buildings.

OBJECTIVE:

Create mixed use developments, which provide a unique sense of place.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Develop design guidelines to ensure that development is consistent and has a 
unique character.

B - Buildings within mixed use areas shall have similar materials and design features, 
which complement one another.

C - Offer incentives for unique design, the provision of additional amenities, and 
new planning principles and practices not currently in use for the City (i.e., walking 
paths, incorporating the natural slope of the land, retaining natural drainage ways/
environmental features, pocket parks, community gathering areas, and other New 
Urbanism concepts and theories).
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Parks and Trails
Parks and trails within the City of Leawood relate to existing and planned pedestrian 
and bicycle pathways provided for active transportation opportunities. The City of 
Leawood is also home to segments of historic trails, the promotion of which is under 
future consideration.

Parks and Trails Goal 1

Provide a variety of leisure alternatives for the Citizens of Leawood. 

OBJECTIVE:

Expand the cultural opportunities provided by the City of Leawood’s community center.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Realize an interest in the development of a civic recreation and meeting complex.

B - Utilize existing public facilities to offer programs and events to all geographical 
areas of Leawood.

C - Provide a variety of activities targeted to individuals of all ages.

D - Continue to update the activities offered to Leawood’s citizens.

OBJECTIVE:

Increase the recreational opportunities throughout the City of Leawood.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Provide additional recreational opportunities for all ages.

B - Develop an interconnected network of hike/bike trails and bicycle lanes throughout 
Leawood and adjoining communities.

C - Encourage the development of private recreational facilities and open space 
(i.e., neighborhood parks, useable green space, walking/bike trails, etc.) within and 
between residential and nonresidential developments to supplement those provided by 
the City of Leawood and Johnson County as recommended in Self-Propelled Leawood  
- A Bicycle and Pedestrian Master Plan.

D - Utilize natural and historic features such as flood plains, creeks, and other 
undevelopable areas for additional recreational opportunities and to preserve and 
protect environmentally sensitive areas and wildlife habitats.

E - Provide more passive parks.

F - Extreme berming shall not be encouraged as a buffer between uses.
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Transportation
Transportation alternatives in the City of Leawood relate to the movement of people 
and goods through a variety of transportation modes, including vehicular, public, and 
active transportation. Transportation in Leawood should be promoted through the 
following goals and objectives.

Transportation Goal 1

To develop alternative modes of transportation and better land use patterns to lessen 
the dependence on the automobile.

OBJECTIVE:

Encourage development that can be accessed by multiple modes of transportation.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Encourage that commercial and office development provide an internal pedestrian 
circulation system which connects to pedestrian paths of adjacent nonresidential uses 
and to public sidewalks, pedestrian/bike paths, bike lanes and crosswalks.

B - Support internal and external circulation patterns within development areas, which 
allow opportunities for public transit.

C - Encourage developments to provide amenities for other means of transportation 
such as bike racks and covered seating areas.

OBJECTIVE:

Provide the citizens of Leawood with access to a variety of modes of transportation 
throughout the City.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Construct additional bike lanes, bike paths, and pedestrian paths to interconnect 
various areas throughout the city.

B - Promote street and pedestrian/bike connections between subdivisions to lessen 
the dependence on arterials.

C - Coordinate with public transit currently offered in Johnson County and Mid-America 
Regional Council to provide additional routes within the City of Leawood. 

D - Existing drainage ways and flood areas shall be retained as additional pedestrian 
paths/trails.
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Transportation Goal 2

Ensure that new non-residential developments within Leawood do not increase the 
traffic volumes beyond the capacity of the public streets.

OBJECTIVE:

Evaluation of traffic impacts created by nonresidential development shall be based on 
Leawood Traffic Model. 

DIRECTIVES:

A - Nonresidential development shall continue to provide traffic studies utilizing the 
City of Leawood’s traffic model.

B - Evaluation of traffic impacts shall not rely on anticipated or potential future traffic 
improvements.

C - Discourage the expansion of nonresidential development in areas where, even with 
street and traffic signal improvements, the additional traffic impact of the development 
would exceed a level of service D on the adjacent public streets.

D - Limit and coordinate the number of driveway accesses onto arterial streets.
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Public Improvements
Public improvements pertain to a broad range of infrastructure projects related to 
public service, including utilities, streets, stormwater, sewer and traffic related issues. 
Public improvements should be promoted through the following goals and objectives.

Public Improvements Goal 1

Balance the current and future public improvement needs of both the developed and 
developing areas of the City.

OBJECTIVE:

To develop a program of construction and renovation projects to benefit the entire 
community.

DIRECTIVES:

A - Promote financially prudent planning while utilizing to the greatest extent possible 
external funding sources, i.e. SMAC, KDOT, FAST, etc.

B - Ensure that developers make public improvements as required by technical 
studies, i.e., stormwater study, traffic study, etc.

C - Ensure that developers pay impact fees as approved by the Governing Body for 
necessary public improvements. 

D - Promote the continued maintenance and improvements of public streets and 
stormwater management.

E - Assure future street layout and design be compatible with the major street patterns 
of adjacent municipalities.

F - Assure all future streets are public.

G - Provide a mechanism to provide for the undergrounding of overhead utilities.
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Fiscal
Fiscally responsible policies concerning government revenue and maintaining the 
economic vitality of the City of Leawood can be promoted through the following goals 
and objectives. 

Fiscal Goal 1

To continue to develop a broad tax base that will ensure economic stability for the City 
of Leawood and a stable mill levy.

OBJECTIVE:

Support non-residential developments, which will ensure a broader tax base for all of 
Leawood and lessen the dependence on residential taxpayers.

DIRECTIVE:

A - Build out as Comprehensive Plan indicates to maintain quality level of services 
(i.e., fire, police, school, infrastructure, etc.).

OBJECTIVE:

Require developers to pay full cost of infrastructure improvements associated with 
their developments.

DIRECTIVE:

A - Impact fees shall be reviewed to determine if all improvement costs associated with 
new developments are actually being paid by developers.
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Historic Resources
Historic resources are defined as the architectural and cultural heritage of Leawood, 
Kansas. Two locally recognized historic districts currently reside within the City of 
Leawood. The City has devised criteria to help identify historic features, and structures 
and districts. To make effective use of historic resources and to respect their value and 
extend their lives, the following goals and objectives should be followed. 

Historic Resources Goal 1

GOAL:

Identify and protect the historic resources of the City of Leawood to provide a sense of 
community, identity and civic pride.

OBJECTIVE: 

Preserve and enhance areas of historical and cultural significance within city of 
Leawood. 

DIRECTIVE:

Historic Commission shall create and maintain an inventory of Leawood’s historic 
structures and features (i.e., historic buildings, Santa Fe Trail, California Trail, Oregon 
Trail).

Regulations   **PUBLIC HEARING** 

The attached amendment to the Leawood Development Ordinance proposes to allow electronic/digital 
display drive-thru menu boards.  Currently these types of displays are prohibited by the Leawood 
Development Ordinance.  Electronic display menu boards are being increasingly used for fast-food 
businesses due to their ability to be easily updated.   

This amendment requires that electronic/digital display drive-thu menu boards meet all the requirements 
currently in place for non-electronic/digital drive-thu menu boards, and provides additional restrictions to 
address potential impacts specifically related to these types of displays.  In addition to the current 
requirements for drive-thu menu boards the following requirements are proposed.  

 The maximum size of electronic/digital display menu boards shall be limited to 30 sq.ft.   
 

 Text or graphics shall not be animated, scrolling or have continuous movement. 
 

 Video is prohibited. 
 

 The menu boards shall be changed a maximum of 4 times within a 24 hour period for the purpose of changing 
menu items. 

 

 The area devoted to confirmation display shall be limited to a maximum of 12 sq.ft.  Such area shall not be 
limited to changing a maximum of 4 times per day, but shall meet all other requirements. 

 

 Additional transitions or animations displaying advertising, products or services shall not be allowed between or 
during the ordering process.   

 

 The illumination of the digital display shall be limited to 2,500 nits.

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16-4-6   SIGN REGULATIONS 

16-4-6.1  Statement of Intent 

The Governing Body finds that unregulated proliferation of signs results in visual clutter, which is harmful 
to neighborhood aesthetics and property values and may cause traffic hazards.  The provisions of these 
Sign Regulations are intended to regulate and control all signs in the City of Leawood.  It is the intent to 
limit visual clutter and reach a level of aesthetic quality by reducing disharmony in signage and to establish 
a sign identity and promote traffic safety for Leawood by limiting the size, type, location and materials of 
which signs may be constructed.  These regulations are enacted to protect the property values in the City 
by enhancing the physical appearance of the City and by authorizing the use of signs that are compatible 
with their surroundings. 

16-4-6.2  Applicability 

A sign may be erected, placed, established, created, or maintained in the city only in conformance with the 
standards, procedures, exemptions, and other requirements of this Ordinance.  Signs are permitted only 
as provided in Tables 16-4-6.13, 16-4-6.14, and 16-4-6.15, and subject to the further regulations set forth 
in this Article and as otherwise provided by law.  All other signs are prohibited. 

16-4-6.3  Office, Commercial and Industrial Signage in Planned Districts 

For purposes of these regulations, the terms shopping center, business park, office park, industrial park or 
other grouping of buildings shall mean a project of one or more buildings with two or more tenants that has 
been planned as an integrated development or cluster on property under unified control or ownership at 
the time that zoning was approved by the City.  No permit shall be issued for an individual sign unless and 
until Sign Development Standards have been submitted to and approved by the Governing Body after 
recommendation by the Planning Commission.  

A) Sign Standards:  The developer shall prepare a set of sign standards regulating all signage.  Such 
standards shall run with the land with all leases or sales of portions of the development.  The sale, 
subdivision or other partition of the site after the zoning approval does not exempt the project or 
portions thereof from complying with these regulations.  The size, color, materials, styles of 
lettering, type of illumination and location shall be set out in such standards.  The Final 
Development Plan shall include the Sign Development Standards and be approved as part of the 
Final Development Plan.  These standards may be revised by resubmitting them to the Governing 
Body for approval after recommendation by the Planning Commission. 

Sign Development Standards for a Planned District shall meet all requirements of this Ordinance 
and are subject to the limitations set forth herein and shall maintain the following as conditions of 
approval and acceptance:  

1) The Development sign standards, once approved, represent a firm commitment by the 
developer that development will indeed follow the approved plans. 
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2) The sign concept is to be planned and developed in a manner that will result in clear, 
readable, effective signage. 

3) The developer may be given latitude in using innovative techniques in the development of 
sign concepts. 

4) No permit shall be issued for an individual sign in a planned district unless and until Sign 
Development Standards for the development have been submitted to the Governing Body 
for approval after recommendation by the Planning Commission and the sign is otherwise 
in conformance with the Standards and with this Ordinance.  Provided, however, that 
signs that conform with both the City approved Sign Development Standards for the 
applicable development and the sign requirements of this Ordinance may be permitted via 
a sign permit granted by the Director of Community Development per Section 16-4-6.14 
of this Ordinance.  In the event any ambiguity exists as to whether a sign conforms to 
either the City approved Sign Development Standards for the applicable development or 
the sign requirements of this Ordinance, or the Director otherwise denies the request for 
permit, then the applicant may apply for sign approval by the Governing Body after 
recommendation of the Planning Commission.   

B) Deviation From Requirements:  Deviations in size, colors, location, number of signs, and 
illumination, may be approved by the Governing Body after recommendation by the Planning 
Commission if it is deemed that an equal or higher quality of development will be produced.  The 
City may, in the process of approving sign concepts, approve deviations from the standard 
requirements as follows, provided any deviation so approved shall be in keeping with the intent of 
this Ordinance, shall be clearly set out in the minutes as well as on exhibits in the record, and 
provided that specific reasons justifying deviations are included in the record.  The following 
deviations may be granted: 

1) In commercial districts if private sign standards have been approved as part of the Final 
Development Plan, then deviations from this Ordinance and/or from the private sign 
standards as listed above may be approved. If the Governing Body approves a deviation 
from the private sign standards, then the private sign standards shall be deemed 
amended; provided, in all cases, the maximum of all wall and canopy signs shall be 5% of 
the total area of the façade, 200 square feet, whichever is less, or as permitted in Table 
16-4-6.13. 

2) Directory Signs may be permitted that are scaled to pedestrian traffic. 

3) One sign for a subtenant may be permitted per primary tenant provided that all of the 
following apply: 

a. The primary tenant’s gross floor area shall be a minimum of 25,000 sq.ft. 

b. The subtenant sign is necessary to identify a subtenant that has a presence within 
the tenant space, but does not have a separate entrance into the primary tenant 
space. 

c. Signage shall be limited to the identification of the subtenant and shall not identify 
phone numbers, product, specific services offered or any other information about the 
tenant beyond the name and/or logo of the subtenant. 
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d. The maximum height of the subtenant sign shall be 75% of the maximum letter height 
of the primary tenant.

16-4-6.4  Design, Construction, and Maintenance 

All signs shall be designed, constructed, and maintained in accordance with the following standards: 

A) Except for flags, temporary signs, informational signs, and window signs conforming in all 
respects with the requirements of this Ordinance, all signs shall be constructed of permanent 
materials and shall be permanently attached to the ground, a building, or another structure by 
direct attachment to a rigid wall, frame, or other structure. 

B) All signs shall be maintained: a) in good structural condition; b) in compliance with all building and 
electrical codes; c) in conformance with this Ordinance, at all times. 

C) Except for informational signs, no long-term temporary sign (to be used longer than 10 days) shall 
be constructed of solely paper type products (including cardboard), and must be made of a 
durable material. 

16-4-6.5  Permits Required 

A) Permits Required.  Except as provided by this Ordinance, or by other ordinance or resolution of 
the city, it shall be unlawful for any person to erect, construct, alter, relocate or convert any sign or 
other advertising structure as defined herein, without first obtaining a sign permit from the 
Planning and Development Department after payment of the required fee.  Furthermore, the 
property owner shall maintain in force, at all times, a sign permit for such sign in accordance with 
these regulations.  No sign permit of any kind shall be issued for an existing or proposed sign 
unless such sign is consistent with the requirements of this Ordinance in every respect and with 
the Sign Development Standards in effect for the property. 

1) Applications for sign permits shall be made upon the forms provided by the Planning and 
Development Department. 

2) One set of plans drawn to scale indicating the sign location on a site plan, sign size, 
method of illumination, colors, materials of the sign and method of attachment are 
required. 

3) The applicant shall submit any other information deemed necessary by the Director of 
Planning and Development.  

B) Permit Fees.  Every applicant, before being granted a permit, shall pay a fee as established by the 
Governing Body.  For any sign erected or placed without a permit, the fee shall be double the 
established fee. 

C) Permit Issued If Application Is In Order.  It shall be the duty of the Director, upon receipt of an 
application for a sign permit, to review the application and to conduct such other investigation as

is necessary to determine the accuracy of the application.  If it appears that the applicant has 
provided the information requested in the application and that the information is accurate and that 
the proposed sign when placed will comply with the provisions of law, the sign permit shall be 
issued. 

D) Denial of Application for Sign Permit.  If the Director determines that the proposed sign is not in 
compliance with all the requirements of this article and with all other laws and ordinances of the 
city, the requested permit shall not be issued and the applicant shall be advised of the reason for 
such determination.   

16-4-6.6  Exemptions from Permit Requirements 

Permits shall not be required for the following: 

A) Any sign erected by the City, County, State or Federal government including street markers and 
traffic signs. 

B) Any sign necessary for public safety erected by utility companies within their respective 
easements. 

C) Any sign specifically required by the building codes, Leawood Development Ordinance or 
Subdivision Regulations of the City of Leawood. 

D) Maintenance of signs. 

E) Temporary signs.  [See Section 16-4-6.15 for regulations pertaining to Temporary signs.]. 

16-4-6.7  Sign Area Calculations 

The following principles shall control the computation of sign area and sign height. 

A) Computation of Area of Individual Signs.  The area of single panel sign shall be measured within a 
single continuous perimeter enclosing the extreme limits of a sign panel, and in no case passing 
through or between any adjacent elements of the same; however, such perimeter shall not include 
structural elements or supports outside the limits of such sign and not forming an integral part of 
the display.  The gross area of a sign composed of separate letters, symbols or words attached 
directly to an architectural facade shall be measured as the area enclosed by straight lines drawn 
closest to copy extremities encompassing individual symbols or words.  Sign band area shall be 
included in the area calculations. 

B) Computation of Area of Multifaced Signs.  The sign area for a sign with more than one face shall 
be computed by adding together the area of all sign faces visible from any one point.  When two 
identical sign faces are placed back to back, so that both faces cannot be viewed from any point 
at the same time, and when such sign faces are part of the same sign structure and are not more 
than 42 inches apart, the sign area shall be computed by the measurement of one of the faces. 

C) Computation of Height.  The height of a sign shall be computed as the distance from the base of 
the sign at normal grade to the top of the highest attached component of the sign.  Normal grade 
shall be construed to be the existing grade after construction, exclusive of any filling, berming, 
mounding, or excavating solely for the purpose of locating the sign.  In cases which the normal 
grade cannot reasonably be determined, sign height shall be computed on the assumption that 
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the elevation of the normal grade at the base of the sign is equal to the elevation of the nearest 
point of the crown of a public street or the grade of the land at the principal entrance to the 
principal structure on the lot, whichever is lower.  

D) In the event that a building has a curved wall, the area of the facade, for sign purposes, will be 
determined by drawing two lines perpendicular to the facade.  This will then be considered as 
straight walls, with the area of this facade to be used in determining the size of the allowed 
signage. 

E) Maximum area.  A total of 200 square feet per sign is allowed for all permanent signage except as  
allowed on Table 16-4-6.13.

16-4-6.8  Non-Conforming Signs 

In the event a sign erected prior to the adoption of this Ordinance does not conform to the provisions and 
standards of the ordinance, then such sign(s) shall be modified to conform or be removed according to the 
following: 

A) Nonconforming signs may only be replaced with conforming signs. 

B) Any maintenance, repair or alteration of a nonconforming sign shall not cost more than 50% of the 
current value of the sign as of the date of alteration or repair. 

C) Any maintenance, repair or alteration in excess of 50% shall require the sign to come into 
compliance. 

16-4-6.9  Prohibited Signs 

All signs not expressly permitted within this Ordinance or exempted from regulation herein are prohibited 
in the city.  Prohibited signs include, but are not limited to: 

A) Signs which are attached to any tree, fence, branch, another sign, or utility pole when such sign is 
located on public property, including right-of-way, provided, however, that this prohibition shall not 
apply to warning signs issued and properly posted by a utility company. 

B) Signs other than those specifically allowed by this Ordinance that are capable of being carried, 
wheeled or moved from one location to another. 

C) Attention-attracting devices not specifically allowed by this Ordinance. 

D) Flashing or blinking signs. 

E) Neon window signs. 

F) Electronic graphic signs, with the exception of drive-thru menu boards or order confirmation 
displays. 

G) Strings of light bulbs except when used for decorative purposes during a holiday season and not 
in excess of 7 1/2 watts.  Said strings of bulbs may not traverse street rights-of-way. 

H) Roof signs. 
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I) Rotating signs. 

J) Animated signs. 

K) Digital readout signs, with the exception of drive-thru menu boards or order confirmation displays.   

L) Changeable copy signs, with the exception of drive-thru menu boards or drive-thru order 
confirmation displays. 

M) Signs painted directly on exterior walls or surfaces. 

N) Signs whose source of illumination is visible from off site. 

O) Any sign within the public right-of-way, or on other public property, not authorized by the 
Governing Body. 

P) Any sign which displays obscene matter. 

Q) Pole signs. 

R) Any sign that blocks the clear sight triangle of an intersection. 

S) Real estate advertisements and signs not fairly and truthfully imparting to the public accurate 
information in regard to zoning classification and Comprehensive Plan information. 

T) Signs displayed with twirlers, flags, balloons or other paraphernalia. 

U) Illuminated signs with exposed incandescent bulbs or exposed incandescent fluorescent tubes. 

V) Signage associated with a drive-thru other than as explicitly permitted within this ordinance. 

W) Signs which have been allowed to fall into a state of disrepair, without a clean and neat 
appearance. 

X) Signs which are applied or affixed to a sidewalk, crosswalk, curb, curbstone, lamppost, hydrant, 
tree, shrub, tree stake or guard, railroad trestle, electric light or power or telephone or telegraph 
pole, or wire appurtenance thereof or upon any fixture of the fire alarm or police alarm system or 
upon any lighting system, public bridge, street sign or traffic sign.  

Y) Signs placed at intersections of any street in such a manner as to obstruct free and clear vision; or 
any location where, by reason of the position, shape or color, the sign may interfere with, obstruct 
the view of, or be confused with any authorized traffic sign, signal or device; or which makes use 
of the words “stop,” “look,” “drive-in,” “danger,” or any other word, phrase, symbol or character in 
such manner as to interfere with or mislead or confuse traffic. 

Z) Signs placed in the sight triangle of any roadway corner.  The sight triangle shall be defined as the 
Intersection Sight Distance that shall conform with A Policy on Geometric Design of Highways and 
Streets, Latest Edition, American Association of State Highway and Transportation Officials. .     

AA) Box signs, “cut-sheet,” or other sign types where the entire sign surface is illuminated, with the 
exception of drive-thru menu boards.  

BB) Permanent signs which identify phone numbers, product, or any other specific information about 
the tenant beyond the name of the tenant.

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16-4-6.10  General Regulations  

A) Unless otherwise noted herein, all background colors used on signs shall match or be compatible 
with primary accent colors used on building elevations, and shall be approved by the City.   

B) Exterior neon signage and lighting that is visible from the public streets shall not be allowed 
without approval by the City.   

C) Signage and building addresses on the facades of buildings shall be individual cast letters that 
reflect the style of the building.  Metal lettering is encouraged.  Anchor tenants shall have signage 
heights reviewed on an individual basis.  Signage for remaining tenants shall be limited to 18 
inches in height and placed on a recessed surface of the building.  Signage color will be limited to 
one color per building or building group.  Covered pedestrian walkways shall be allowed additional 
signage suspended from the ceiling or by plaques recessed in walls.  Signage at covered 
walkways shall be limited in size and consistent in color, size, and material per building or building 
group.  Signage in windows shall be permanently affixed to the glass by painting, with the 
exception of non-illuminated open/closed signs, which may be removable.     

D) Monument signs shall comply with the following additional requirements, or as permitted in Table 
16-4-6.13: 

1) Dimensions -- 6’ maximum in height (inclusive of base), 10’ maximum in length, 18” 
minimum to 24” maximum in width. 

2) Base -- brick masonry, stone, or other solid base that is coordinated with the primary 
finish material used in the project building elevation.  The base of the sign shall be a 
minimum of 12” in height. 

3) Graphics/Text -- signs may include the name or graphic identification of the project or 
development.  Such graphic or text shall not exceed 18” in height. 

4) All signs shall be of sound structural quality, be maintained in good repair, and have a 
clean and neat appearance. 

5) Face of Sign shall be smooth.  All signs or other advertising structures shall have a 
smooth surface and no nails, tacks or wires shall be permitted to protrude therefrom.  

E) Electronic/Digital Drive Thru Menu Boards shall comply with the following additional requirements, 
as permitted in Table 16-4-6.13: 

1) With the exception of order confirmation, the screen of an electronic/digital display menu board 
shall be permitted to change a maximum of four times within a 24 hr. time period for the sole 
purpose of changing menu items. No additional transitions or animations displaying 
advertising, products or services shall be allowed in between or during the ordering process. 

2) Text or graphics shall not be animated, scrolling or have continuous movement. 

3) Video shall not be permitted. 

4) Electronic/digital display shall be limited to a maximum of 2,500 nits. 
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5) Area devoted to confirmation display shall be limited to a maximum of 12 sq.ft.  Such area 
shall not be limited to changing a maximum of 4 times per day, but shall meet all other 
requirements of this section. 

E)F) Signs shall be setback a minimum of 5’ from all property lines and sidewalks, and shall not be 
within traffic circles, or within sight triangles.   

F)G) All signs shall comfortably fit within the signable area and shall have a maximum length of 90% of 
the signable area and maximum height of 85% of the signable area.

16-4-6.11  Abandoned or Unsafe Signs 

A) Except as otherwise provided in this Ordinance, any sign including its structure which is located 
on a building, structure or premises that becomes vacant and unoccupied for a period of 6 months 
or more, or any sign which pertains to time, event or purpose which no longer applies, shall be 
deemed to have been abandoned. 

B) An abandoned sign is prohibited and shall be removed by the owner of the sign or the owner of 
the premises.  In addition, the facade or place where the sign was attached shall be restored to its 
normal appearance. 

C) If the sign has not been removed after the 6 month time period has elapsed, the City shall notify 
the property owner of record in writing that the sign shall be removed within 10 days after the date 
of the notice.  If the sign has not been removed within the 10 days, the Designated Official may 
have the sign removed and shall have the costs of the removal be paid by the property owner. 

D) The Community Development Department shall mail a statement of removal costs of said sign to 
the last known address of the owner of the property, and if such costs are not paid within 10 days, 
the Designated Official shall take such further action as may be warranted to collect such sums. 

E) If the Designated Official finds that any sign or other advertising structure regulated is unsafe, 
insecure, or a menace to the public, written notice shall be provided to the permittee.  If the 
aforementioned sign was installed without a permit, the owner of the property shall be notified.  If 
the permittee or owner fails to remove or alter the structure so as to comply with the standards set 
forth, within 48 hours after such notice, such sign or advertising structure may be removed, 
altered, or otherwise brought into compliance by the Designated Official at the expense of the 
permittee or owner of the property on which it is located.

16-4-6.12  Unlawful Signs 

A) It is unlawful to place or maintain any sign in violation of the terms of this Ordinance. 

B) It is unlawful to willfully remove a sign belonging to any other person without the consent of the 
owner of the sign or the owner of the property upon which the sign is placed.   

C) Prosecution for Violation.  If the Designated Official or his or her designee shall have reason to 
believe that any sign regulated herein is constructed, erected, or being maintained in violation of 
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this Ordinance or that any provision of the Ordinance has been or is being violated, (s)he may 
give written notice, in accordance with Section 16-6-1 of this Ordinance, to the person who has 
posted or directed the posting of the sign.  If that person fails to remove or replace the sign so as 
to comply with the standards herein set forth within the time frame provided in such written notice, 
the City may pursue enforcement through the remedies or other actions set forth in Section 16-6-1 
of this Ordinance.  For purposes of this Ordinance, any owner of property shall be responsible for 
compliance with these provisions and may be prosecuted for violation if he or she permits or 
maintains a sign upon his or her property in violation this Ordinance. 

D) Removal.  Any sign which has been placed on public property or in the right-of-way without the 
permission of the person or entity that has a duty to maintain such section of the right-of-way or is 
in the right-of-way and otherwise in violation of the provisions contained in this Ordinance shall be 
immediately removed by any officer of the City. 

E) Revocation of Permit.  The Director is hereby authorized and empowered to revoke any sign 
permit upon failure of the holder thereof to comply with any provision of this Ordinance. 

F) Each day a violation of this Ordinance exists shall constitute a separate violation.

16-4-6.15  Temporary Signs  

A) Purpose and Findings. 

The Governing Body enacts this Ordinance to establish reasonable, narrowly tailored regulations 
for the posting of Temporary signs on public and private property.  Temporary Signs left 
completely unregulated, can become a threat to public safety as a traffic hazard, and a detriment 
to property values as an aesthetic nuisance.  By implementing these regulations, the City intends 
to: 

1) Balance the rights of individuals to convey their messages through temporary signs and 
the right of the public to be protected against the unrestricted proliferation of signs; 

2) Further the objectives of the City’s comprehensive plan; 

3) Protect the public health, safety and welfare; 

4) Reduce traffic and pedestrian hazards; 

5) Protect property values by minimizing the possible adverse effects and visual blight 
caused by signs; 

6) Promote economic development; and  

7) Ensure the fair and consistent enforcement of the temporary sign regulations. 

This ordinance is not intended to, and should not be read to include, content based regulations.  If 
for any reason any portion or part of this Ordinance set out in this Section, or the application 
thereof to any person or circumstances is declared to be unconstitutional or invalid, such decision 
will not affect the validity of the remaining portions of this Section. 

B) Regulations.  

Temporary signs, as defined in Article 9, may be posted on property in all Zoning Districts of the 
City, subject to the following requirements: 

1) The total square footage for temporary signs on any lot in any district, in the aggregate, 
shall not exceed forty-eight (48) square feet, with no individual sign exceeding sixteen 
(16) square feet.  The total square footage of a sign is measured to include all of the 
visible display area of only one side of the sign and only the area of one side of a double-
sided sign is included in the aggregate calculation. 

2) Signs shall not exceed five (5) feet in height measured from the average grade at the 
base of the sign. 

3) No sign shall obstruct or impair access to a public sidewalk, public or private street or 
driveway, traffic control sign, bus stop, fire hydrant, or any other type of street furniture, or 
otherwise create a hazard, including a tripping hazard. 
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4) No sign shall be illuminated or painted with light reflecting paint. 

5) A sign shall only be posted with the consent of the property owner or occupant.  Signs 
posted in the public right of way may only be posted with the permission of the person or 
entity that has a duty to maintain such section of the right of way.  Provided further, no 
temporary sign shall be placed closer than 5 feet to edge of the pavement or curb of the 
street.   

6) All temporary signs must be maintained in a state of good repair.    

C) Removal or Replacement of Temporary Signs: 

1) The person who has posted or directed the posting of the sign is responsible for the 
removal or replacement of that sign. 

2) If that person does not remove or replace the sign in accordance with these regulations, 
then the property owner or occupant of the building or lot where the sign is posted is 
responsible for the sign’s removal or replacement. 

D) Obscene Materials. 

Obscene signs, flags, banners, or any sign of any type are prohibited.  “Obscene” is defined as 
any material that (1) whether the average person, applying contemporary community standards 
would find that the work, taken as a whole, appeals to the prurient interest; (2) whether the work 
depicts or describes, in a patently offensive way, sexual conduct specifically defined by the 
applicable state law; and (3) whether the work, taken as a whole, lacks serious literary, artistic, 
political, or scientific value.
